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Modern Ailenin Cikmazlari ve islam Ailesi’

Modern yasamin etkiledigi kurumlardan biri olan aile 6zellikle Bati kiiltiiriiniin
egemen oldugu cografyada bir¢ok problemle bogusmaktadir. Toplumlarin gelecegi olan
niifusun diismesi gelecek adina biiyiik bir endiseye sebebiyet vermektedir. Bunun icin alinan
onlemler ise sonucu degistirmeye yetmemistir. Bir yandan farklilasan yeni beraberlikler
denilen escinsel evlilikler, diger yandan normal evliliklerde ailelerin ¢ocuk yapmamalari
veya kisa siire sonra bu evliliklerin bozulmas: toplumsal hayatin en Onemli
problemlerindendir. Buna bagli olarak ebeveyni olmayan ¢ocuklar, ebeveyn terbiyesinden
uzak kalarak biiytimeleri degisik suclara meyil, kiiltiirel kopma ve bagimlilik gibi baska
problemleri de beraberinde getirmektedir. Dagilan aile bireyleri yalniz yasamaya ve tek
bagina 6liime mahkém olmaktadir.

Modern aile anlayisinin geldigi bu durum karsisinda Miisliiman aile de bu durumdan
zaman zaman olumsuz etkilenmektedir. Bu durumda modern aile ¢tkmazlarina karsi tek
recete Islam inanci ekseninde kurulan Islam ailesi modelidir. Onun kabul ettigi esaslar
gilinlimiiz aile problemlerine kars1 bizlere ¢areler sunmaktadir.

The Dilemmas of the Modern Family and the Islamic
Family

Abstract

The family, which is one of the institutions influenced by modern life, struggles with
many problems especially in the geography where western culture is dominant. The fall of
the population, which is the future of the societies, causes great concern for the future. The
measures taken for this are not enough to change the result. On the one hand, differentiated
gay marriages, called different new relationships, on the other hand, the absence of children
in women and men marriages, or the deterioration of these marriages after a short time are
among the most important problems of social life. Accordingly, children who grow up
without parents are deprived of parental education. As a result of this situation, other
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problems arise such as addictions, inclination to crime and cultural degenerations.
Individuals of the disintegrated family are doomed to live alone and to die alone.

In the face of this situation where modern family understanding comes, the
traditional Muslim family has been negatively affected from time to time. Established on the
axis of the Islamic belief, the principles that the Islamic family regarded as a basis for these
modern family dilemmas provide a solution to today's family problems. This study is based
on this axis.

Giris

Aile kavrami insanlik tarihi kadar eski bir kavram olmakla beraber, Modern
diinyanin tizerinde tartistig1 en énemli kavram ve kurumlardan biridir. Aile biitiin
inanglarda kutsal kabul edilen bir kurumdur. Insanoglunun iginde dogdugu,
biuytlidiigii ve sekillendigi en kiigiik sosyal grup olmasina ragmen toplumu
sekillendirmede en biiyiik role sahiptir. Islam’da aile, dinin ve neslin devami icin
onemli bir kurumdur.

“Zaruriyati ihtar, miisellemat: tezkir” denilen 6nemli olanlar1 hatirlatmak ve
sabitelerimizi tekrarlamak amaciyla bu calismamizda modern anlayisin aile
kurumu tizerindeki etkisi ve bu etki ile olusan modern ailenin giiniimiizde
savruldugu hususlar1 bazi basliklar halinde ele alinacaktir. Bunun yamni sira bu
savrulmalarin Islam toplumundaki etkisine bakarak Islam aile anlayisinin bu
savrulma karsisinda aldig1 6nlemlere yer verecegiz.

Miisliiman aile yapisinin zaman zaman geleneklerin bazi olumsuz yanlarinimn
etkisinde kaldig1 gerceginden yola c¢ikarak Miisliimanlarin yasam tarzi olan
“Miisliiman aile” tanimlamasi yerine Kur’an ve Hz. Peygamber’in rehberligindeki
aile yapisin1 “Islam Ailesi” olarak isimlendirerek bunu esas almaya calistik.

1. Modern/Modernite

Modern kelimesi koken olarak Latince’deki “modernus” kelimesinden
gelmektedir. Modernus ise Latince’de “hemen simdi” anlamina gelen “modo” dan
tliretilmistir.! Bir¢ok sosyal kavram ve kuramda oldugu gibi moderniteyi de tek bir
anlamla sinurlandirmak miimkiin degildir. Alman tarihgilerin “neuzeit” olarak
adlandirdiklar1 yenicag manasindaki bu terimi, kisaca 15-20. ylizyillar arasmdaki
zaman diliminde olusan kiiltiirel ve toplumsal doniisiim olarak belirlemek

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miimkiindiir.? Bu siire igerisinde modernite kavramini en ¢ok etkileyen ve ona sekil
veren tarihte iki devrim olmustur. Bunlardan birincisi Fransiz Devrimi, ikincisi ise
Sanayi Devrimi’dir.? Gelenek ve inang tizerine insa edilmis olan klasik aile anlayist
bu iki devrimin etkisiyle sarsmtiya ugramis ve ozellikle Bat1 toplumunda giderek
yikimin esigine gelmistir.

Aile gibi genis ve ¢ok boyutlu olan bir kavram ve kurumu* belli basliklar
altinda sinirlandirmak, elbette miimkiin degildir. Ancak “sosyo/ekonomik agamalar
agisindan aileyi sanayi oncesi aile yapisi, sanayi donemi aile yapisi ve sanayi 6tesi
aile yapis1 seklinde siralayabiliriz. Sanayi Gtesi aileyi ise, kendi arasinda ¢oziilen,
parcalanmis ve tamamlanmamis aile seklinde ayirmak miimkiindiir. Burada
¢oziilen aile ile anlatilmak istenen yalniz kar1 kocadan meydana gelen ve aralarinda
siki bir iliskinin olmadig1 bir aile tipidir. Parcalanmis aile ise, g¢ekirdek ailenin
iiyelerinden herhangi birisinin sonradan yok olmasi sonucunda ortaya c¢ikan,
eslerden biri (¢ocuklariyla) varligini bagimsiz olarak stirdiirdiigii aile tarzidir.
Uciinciisii ise tamamlanmamis ailedir ki; bu da cekirdek ailenin hicbir zaman
kurulmamis halidir. Genellikle gayrimesru ¢ocuklardan olusan aile yapisi buna
Ornektir.”

2. Aile Kavram

Aile gibi genis bir kavramin ve kurumun evrensel ve degismez bir tarifini
yapmak yapisi geregi oldukca zordur. Zira tarih boyunca toplumsal yapi1 nasil ki
degisiklige ugramus ise aile de bu anlamda yapis1 ve isleyisi bakimindan degisim ve
doniistimlere maruz kalmistir. Bu sebeple degisik diisiiniirler ailenin smirlarim
belirlemek i¢gin birbirinden farkl kistaslar kullanmiglardar.

“Insanlar topraga yerlestikten sonra bazen kardesler ayni kusaktan, bazen de
baba, ogul, torun gibi dikey kusaklara mensup olanlarla birlikte oturarak aileyi
meydana getirdiler.® Ayn1 zamanda aile; “kendilerini bir soyun, bir inancin/dinin
veyahut benzer bir sekilde bir evin, bir sehrin, bir tilkenin, bir sanat mesleginin bir
araya getirdigi topluluklar”? olarak da tanimlanmstir.

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Sosyoloji biliminde ailenin tanimi ve cergevesi ise soyle belirlenmistir:
“Akraba baglantilariyla dogrudan dogruya baglanan, yetiskin iiyelerin ¢ocuklara
bakma sorumlulugunu {istlendigi insanlar toplulugudur. Akrabalik baglar1 bireyler
arasinda evlilik yoluyla ya da kan baglar yolu ile kurulan baglardir.”s

3. Modern Ailenin Zorluklar

Son donemlerde modern aile ile ilgili dikkatimizi ¢eken ve Miisliiman
cografyanin aile yapisim1 da bu anlamda etkilemeye baglayan bazi problem ve
zorluklarm tespitinin 6nemi gittikge artmaktadir. Zikredecegimiz her bir problemin
detayl bir sekilde irdelenmesi gerektigi de bir gercektir.®

3.1. Aile ici Siddet ve Bosanmadaki Artis

Modern doénemin aile kavrami ilgilendiren en 6nemli ¢ikmazi biitiin
caydirict kanun ve kolluk 6nlemlerine ragmen aile i¢i siddetin engellenememesi ve
buna paralel olarak bosanmalarin durdurulamamasidir. Bu durumun belki de en
dikkat gekici yani; siddet ve bosanma oranlarinin, {ilkelerin gelismislik durumuyla
dogru orantili olmasidir. Diinyanin en gelismis iilkelerinin basinda gelen
Iskandinav iilkelerinin bircogunda bu oran % 601 bulmustur. 1960’1 yillardan
sonra gelismis {ilkelerin ¢ogunda da aym sekilde bosanmalarda ciddi artislar
goriilmiistiir. 1980'h yillarda Amerika’daki evliliklerin yarist bosanma ile
sonuglanir hale gelmistir.!

AB Istatistik Kurumu Eurostat'in verilerine gore, iiye iilkelerde ortalama
bosanma oran1 % 40 olarak belirlenirken, bu oran Belcika'da % 75'i bulmaktadir.
Istatistiklerde Belgika'y1 % 70 bosanma oraniyla Estonya ve % 67 ile Cek
Cumhuriyeti izlemektedir.!

Ulkemizdeki gelismislik seviyesinin dogu bolgesinden batiya dogru artisi
dikkate alindiginda aym sekilde durum bundan farkli degildir. 2019 yilinda kaba
bosanma hizi en yiiksek il binde 2,95 ile [zmir oldu. Bu ili binde 2,88 ile Antalya,
binde 2,71 ile Mugla izledi. Kaba bosanma hizi en diisiik il ise binde 0,25 ile
Hakkari oldu. Bu ili binde 0,33 ile Siirt ve Mus izledi. Okumusluk, ekonomik ve
refah seviyesinin artisiyla dogru orantili olarak bosanmalar da artmistir.!?

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Aymni sekilde resmi verilere gore Tiirkiye’de 2006 yili bosanma gerekgeleri
arasinda siddet % 17.2 oranla aldatmadan sonra ikinci sirada yer almaktadir.’> Bu
durumu modern yagsamin Miisliiman aile yapisina bir etkisi olarak yorumlamak
miimkiindiir.

3.2. Aile Kurumunu Tehdit Eden Beraberlikler

Fitrata uygun, insan onuruyla uyumlu ve gelecek nesillerin devami igin
zorunlu olan beraberlik stiphesiz ki farkli cins olan kadin ve erkegin bir akitle
beraberce bir diinyay1 yasamak iizere kurduklar birlikteliktir. Zira evlili§in en
onemli islevlerinden biri de gocuk dogurup onu yetistirmektir. Ancak modern
yasamin carklar1 arasinda ezilen aile kavrami yerine fitri yapiyla Ortiismeyen,
biitiin semavi dinlerde de yasaklanan kisaca LGBT" evlilikler, giin gittikce artis
gostermekte ve kendine hukuki zemin olusturabilmektedir. Bazi Avrupa
iilkelerinde bu tiir evlilikler kurumsallasmaktadir. Kimi arastirmacilara gore bu
yeni aile tipleri, geleneksel aile yapisinin ve degerlerinin ¢okiisiine, hatta zamanla
aile kurumunun tamamen parcalanmasmma neden olacagr gerekgesiyle
elestirilmektedir.”1>

Nitekim Avrupa’nin 10 iilkesinde yapilan bir ankette kendilerini karsit cinse
ilgi duymayan, LGBT olarak tanumlayanlarin orani %10 olarak tespit edilmigtir.'®
Aragtirmanin ilging sonuglarindan biri bu egilimin 50-65 yas araligindaki kisilerde
genglere gore daha fazla olmasidir. Oliime daha cok yaklagsmis olan insanlarin
boylesi bir durumun i¢inde olmasi ruh diinyalarindaki manevi boslugun durumu
acgisindan da dikkat gekicidir. Aymni sekilde bu egilimin i¢inde nesilleri doguracak
olan kadinlarin daha yiiksek oranda olmasi da iizerinde diisiiniilmesi gereken bir
bagka durumdur.

3.3. Aile islevinin Bagka Kurumlarca Yiiriitiilmesi

Yaslanmis olan anne ve babalarin huzurevlerine, ¢ocuklarin ise yuvalara ve
evli ¢iftlerin de aksama kadar is yerlerinde giinii gecirmeleri aile kurumunu
olumsuz etkileyerek adeta islevsiz hale getirmektedir. Modern aile, kendisine ait
bir¢ok gorevi 6zel veya kamu kurumlarina devretmekle hem kendi 6ziinden hem
de dis etkilere karsi aileyi bir siginak ve dayanisma alani olmaktan uzaklastirmistir.
Boyle olunca anne ve babanin giin boyu iste olmasi, ¢ocuklarin kres denilen ¢ocuk
bakim evlerinde yetismesini zorunlu kilmaktadir. Bu durum ise gelecek adina anne
babanin egitiminden ve sefkatli ellerinden ge¢memis, ¢ocuk bakicilarinin insaf ve
inisiyatifiyle yetismis bir neslin varligini kaginilmaz kilmaktadir. Ozellikle 0-2 yasta

problemlere neden olmaktadir.”® Bu sebeple Allah'in Kur’an-1 Kerim’'de; 3 ayri
yerde “annelerin ¢ocuklarini en az 24 ay emzirmesi gerektigi” buyrugunun
tizerinde diistinmek gerekir.’ Yashlar icin yasli bakim evlerinin acilmasi veya
sirketlere bunlarin devredilmesi, evladin anne babasina yapmasi gereken insani
hizmeti de ortadan kaldirmaktadir. Aslinda bu durum her evli ¢iftin kendisi icin de
bir nevi gelecegini tayin etme anlamina gelmektedir. Nitekim Kur’an-1 Kerim’'de
“kema rabbeyani sagira/kiiciikliigiimde bana baktiklar: gibi”? tabiriyle anne babalarin
¢ocuklarina davrandigi gibi, yaslandiklarin da c¢ocuklarinin da onlara nasil
davranacaginin isaret edilmektedir. Nitekim Hz. Peygamber de anne-babaya itaati
net bir sekilde ifade etmektedir.?! Gengligi boyunca ¢ocugu kreslere birakarak para
temini i¢in kosusturan bir anne ve baba adeta ¢ocuk sevgisinden uzak, ona hasret
bir omrii gecirirken, tam yaslanip emekliligini yasayacagi sirada da bu sefer
torunlarindan uzak, yash bakim evlerinde yasamaya mahkiim edilmektedir.
Hayatimizdaki huzursuzluklarin altinda sevgi ve saygmin toplumda tatmin
edilmemis olmas: yatmaktadir.

3.4. Rol ve Modelsiz Biiyiiyen Cocuklar

Modern diinyada 6zellikle de gelismekte olan iilkelerde bosanma ve evlilik
dis1 dogan ¢ocuk oranlar1 artmakta, bu durum ise birgok problemi de beraberinde
getirmektedir. En basta cocuklarin saglhkli ve giivenli olan aile ortamlarim
kaybetmelerinden kaynakl olarak sosyallesme siiregleri olumsuz etkilenmektedir.
Zira tek ebeveynli veya parcalanmis ailelerde yetisen ¢ocuklar sosyallesmeye iliskin
ciddi sorunlar yasamaktadir. Suca yonelimlerin en onemli sebeplerinden biri,
cocukluk doénemindeki bu yetersiz sosyallesmedir.”? Bosanma ve evlilik dis1 dogan
cocuklarda anne her ne kadar maddi anlamda ¢ocugun bakimin iistlense de baba
tarafindan ¢ocuga verilmesi gereken rol model olma boslugunu dolduramaz. Anne
cocugun ilk iki yasinda, baba da daha sonraki yillarda gerek sosyallesmesinde ve
gerekse rol model olmasinda en Snemli etkendir.2> Modern diinyada babasiz ve
sanal diinyada hayali figiirlerin tasavvuruyla biiyiiyen ¢ocuklarin olusturdugu bir
diinyada, hayalet bir neslin ve kesmekes, kontrolsiiz bir gelecegin varlig
kacinilmaz olacaktir.

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3.5. Genis Aile Kavramin Kaybi

Isvigre 2005 yili devlet istatistik bilgilerine gore Isvicre’de 1930-2000 yillart
arasinda gegen zaman diliminde aile bireylerin birlikte yasama oranlarinin diistisii,
genis aile yapisi bir yana, modern aile kavramimin da c¢oziiliisiinii ve aile
kavrammin savruldugu durumu net bir sekilde gostermektedir.* Asagidaki
tabloda da goriildiigii gibi, tek basina yasayan, tek kisilik ev oran1 1930 yilinda %8.5
iken 1960’da bu oran %14.2"ye ¢ikmus, 2000 yilinda ise bu oran %36.0 ‘ya yiikseldigi
goriilmektedir. Ayni tabloda bes ve daha fazla kiginin yasadig1 hane oram 1930'da
%32.4 iken 1960’da %21.2'ye diistiigii ve 2000 yilinda ise bu oran %6.3’e indigi
gozlenmektedir. Buna karsin tek basina yasama oram ise %36.0'ya ytlikseldigi
goriilmektedir. Bu orana gore 3 kisiden birinin ailesiz yasadig1 sylenebilir.

3.6. Kadin ve Erkegin Esitligiyle Flu Rollerin Ortaya Cikmasi

Modern yasamin aile kurumuna vurdugu en biiyiik darbe ailedeki farkl
rollerin ve bu rollere tahsis edilmis olan islerin sorumlularini yok sayarak, herkesi
her isten sorumlu tutmasidir. Boylesi bir durum aslinda sosyal hayatin ruhuna,
yasamin da mantigina aykiridir. Herkesin her isten anlamasi, esit derecede sorumlu
olmasi insanin fitri ve yapisal 6zelliginin yani sira biyolojik ve psikolojik yapisina
da aykiridir. Herkesin, fitri durumla uyumlu olan rollerinin yok sayilmas: ise
kimlik karmasasimni dogurmus ve bunun neticesinde de kimliksiz ve belirgin

olmayan rolleri ortaya g¢ikarmustir. Sanayi devrimiyle en ucuz iicretle g¢alisan
kadmin® yillarca magdur edilmesine karsin onun haklarini koruma adimna ¢aba
gostermeye calisan feminist anlayis?* mutlak 6zglirligii ve mutlulugu, kadinin
ekonomik ozgiirliigiine bagladigindan kadm tekrar is ve as pesinde kosturmustur.
Boylece kadini zarif ve zayif biinyesine ragmen erkekle yaristirmis, hatta yardimcis:
olmas1 gereken erkegin adeta rakibi haline getirmistir. Bu durum “sanayi
toplumunun aile yapisinda bir yandan genisten c¢ekirdege dogru bir degisim ve
daralma kaydederken, diger taraftan da cinsler arasi esitli§in artis1 ve aile igindeki
rollerini de degistirmistir. Cinslerin yasal ve toplumsal zeminde esitlenmeye
yonelmesi, aileye herhangi bir istikrarli rol ve islev atfetmeyi de zorlastirmistir.
Boylece modern aile yapist giderek bir kopus trajedisini besler hale gelmistir.”?”

3.7. Cocuksuz Beraberliklerin Artmasi

Gelismemis iilkelerin aksine modern diinyada gittikg¢e yiikselen niifus
diisiisiiniin temelinde evli ¢iftlerin ¢ocuk yapmamasiyla olusan adeta niifus dogum
orani azaltilmis toplum gercegi yatmaktadir. Bunun onlemini almak isteyen
devletlerin yaptiklari dogum tesvikleri de buna sebep olmaktadir. Cocuk
yapmamay destekleyen bir sebep de direkt olmasa da modern yasamin etkisinde
kaldig1 THiristiyanlik inancinda c¢ocuk dogurmanin bir deger tasimamasi
yatmaktadir. Zira Rab/Tanri, kadina, Cennette yasak meyveden yemenin cezasin
diinyada "Cocuk dogurmak suretiyle cok act cektirecegini, kocana istek duyup onun
tarafindan yonetilecegini” sOylemistir.?® Dini olarak sahip olduklar1 bu 6gretinin de
bu anlamda Islam’m aksine bir tegviki veya bu konuda herhangi bir diinyevi uhrevi
bir 6diilii bulunmamaktadir.

Bugiin modern diinya Avrupa’sinda devlet istatistiklerine gore aile
kavramimi olusturacak evliliklerin gittikge azalmasinin yaninda yapilan
evliliklerden de gocuk dogurma siireci gecikmistir. Evlilikler Isvicre’de 1970 yilinda
her bin kisiden %7.6 iken 2003 yilinda bu oran %5.5’e diismiistiir. Ayn1 sekilde 1960
yilindan itibaren niifus orarn sabit kalmigtir. 2003 yilindaki dogum verilerine gore
15-49 yas araliginda her 100 kadinda olmasi gereken ¢ocuk sayis1 210 iken bu say1
139’da kalmistir. Ay tilkenin istatistiklerine gore 1950 yilinda dogum orani yiizde

3.8. Nikahsi1z(Konkubinat) Beraberliklerin Yayginlasmasi

Modern toplumlarda giin gectikce nikahsiz beraberlikler artmakta ve nikaha
olan ilgi azalmaktadir. Isvigre’de 1994 yilinda yapilan bir aragtirmaya gére nikahsiz
beraberliklerdeki oran geng niifusta daha yaygin oldugu goriilmektedir. 19-24 yas
araliginda olan kadinlarin %25i nikahsiz/metres hayati yasarken, %151 evliyken
geriye kalan %60 ise ya yalmiz veya ailesinin yaminda yasamaktadir. Aym
aragtirmada 40-49 yas arahigindaki oran ise %75 evli, geriye kalanin %5i metres
hayat1 yasamaktadir. Daha sonra bu nikdhsiz beraberlikte hamilelik veya ¢ocuk s6z
konusu olunca evlilige doniismektedir.® Bu anlamda nikahin azalmasinda
cinsiyetler arasi esitlik, evliliklerdeki mal paylasimlarinda ortaya ¢ikan
problemlerin de etkili oldugunu sdylemek miimkiindiir. Ulkemizde de son
donemde ¢ikan aile ile ilgili yasalarda kadmin veya erkegin servete ortak
edilmesinden dolayr resmi nikdh yerine anlasmali evliliklerin gittik¢e artig
toplumda konusulmaktadir.

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3.9. Ailesizlik- Sokakta Yasama

Evlilik ile olusan koklii beraberliklerin olmamasindan dolay1 insanlar
kendilerini ait hissedecekleri bir kurumdan uzaklagsmis ve bunun sonucunda da
adeta sokakta yasamaya mahk(im edildikleri sdylenebilir. Bu tabloyu Avrupanin
neredeyse her tarafinda gormek miimkiindiir. Boylesi bir yasam sadece
mekansizlik degil ayni zamanda unbekannt denilen kimliksiz bir grubun varhig:
anlamina gelmektedir. Metro ve otobiis istasyonlarinda, park ve sokaklarda bu
mekansiz ve kimliksiz insanlar1 gérmek modern diinyada oldukg¢a siradan bir
durumdur. Bu gibi kimseler icin devletin araliklarla saglik taramas1 yapmak, sehrin
belirlenmis noktalarinda yemek dagitimmin yam sira metruk harabelerde
yasamalarina goz yummak, uyusturucu bagimlilarma uyusturucu vermek gibi
birtakim uygulamalar: bulunmaktadir.

3.10. Ailenin Coziilmesiyle Su¢ Oranlarin Artmasi1 ve Herhangi Bir
Sabitesinin Olmayisi

Sosyal kontroliin kilidi konumunda olan genis aile kurumunun
zayiflamasiyla su¢ oranlarinin artist arasinda dogrudan bir bag vardir. Bugiin
ailenin  ¢Oziilmesiyle modern diinyada su¢ oranlarinda ciddi artislar
gozlemlenmektedir. Hirschi'ye gore “bireylerin; aile, okul, din ve arkadas gibi geleneksel
kurum veya unsurlara olan baghliklar: ne kadar giiclii olursa, onlarin sug isleme olasiliklar:
da o denli az gerceklesecektir. Ayni gekilde; geleneksel kurumlara olan bagliliklarimin
zayiflamast ile birlikte suca yonelme olasihigr artmaktadir.”32

Toplumu bir arada tutan baglar ve degerler koptukca belli bir siire sonra
bireyden ve bunun neticesinde toplum kavramindan bahsetmek zorlasmistir.
Bugiin modern insan pesinen kutsali karsisina almistir. Sosyoloji bilimine gelince
de o da kutsali kendine rakip goren bilim anlayisini rehber edinmistir. Bu
diisiincelerden hareketle insanoglu dinin alanina giren dini inang¢ diigiince ve
yasantiy1 ilkellik olarak tanimlamigtir. Halbuki insami insan yapan ve onu diger
varliklardan ayiran en Onemli Ozellik, siiphesiz ki onun degerler diinyasindaki
hiikiimlere olan baghlig1 olmustur. Nitekim hiyerarsik yapinin olusmadig: yerlerde
biitiin kurumlar1 bekleyen kaginilmaz son, kaos ve anarsidir, mutsuzluk ve
huzursuzluktur. Boylesi bir durumda iki insamin birlikte kalmasi miimkiin
goriilmediginden evliliklerin meydana gelmesi ve mevcut evliligin devaminin da
bir anlam1 kalmamuigtir.3

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3.11. Ailenin Huzur Ortami Olmaktan Cikmasiyla Evliliklerin Kisa
Siirmesi

Modern yasamin merkezi olan Avrupa’da giin gittik¢e en kutsal deger olan
yasama degeri yok edilip, Otenazi ile bizzat bireyin kendisi tarafindan hayati
sonlandirilmaktadir.®* Bu durumun farkli sebepleri olsa da ailesiz bir toplumda
birey yalmizliga giden bir yasamin sonucunda; bunalim, stres ve hayattan {imit
kesme ile intihar veya yasal istege bagli 6liim secenekleri gittikce artmaktadir.

Modern diinyada evlilikler gittikce azalirken, mevcut olan evlilikler de ancak
5 ile 9 yil arasinda siirdiiriilebilmektedir.?® Ekonomik ozgiirlii§iin artmasiyla aile
birliginin aksine yalmz yasam ve dul olarak yasama oranlari kadinlarda daha
yaygindir. Erkeklerde dul kalma orani %8.9 iken bu oran kadinlarda %36.1"dir.
Modern yasamun aile {izerindeki etkisi; ailenin iki ana unsuru olan kadin ve erkegi
birbirinden ayr1 yasamay1 onlar icin tek segenek olarak sunmasidir. Ayrilan bu
ciftler, cogu kopek olmak tiizere evde besledikleri hayvanlarla yalnizliklarina gare
bulma ugrasindadirlar. Hatta oOldiikten sonra miraslarim1 bile bu hayvanlara
biraktiklarina dair haberleri medyada duymak miimkiindiir.3

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3.12. Aile Degerlerin Yok Edilmesi

Hayatin her yerinde bir disiplin ve en kiigiik bir miiessesede bile bir diizen,
bir sistem, bir ahenk ve onun bagh bulundugu temel prensipler vardir. En kiigiik
bir dernegin tiiziigii, bir mahalledeki spor kuliibiiniin bile ilkeleri, olmazsa
olmazlar1 varken aile gibi 6nemli bir kurumun degerleri, prensipleri olmasi
gerekmektedir. Maalesef modern yasamin aileye yansiyan en tehlikeli boyutu bu
degerleri, aile i¢in olmasi gereken ilkeleri yok saymasidir. “Tarihin Sonu” kitabinin
miiellifi Francis Fukayama, gelismis {ilkelerde ge¢mis donemlerde artan sug
oranlarinin nedenini, biiyiik Ol¢lide modernlesme ile birlikte degerler alaninda
yasanan dramatik degisimler ile aciklamaktadir. Bu durumu ise ayni miiellif biiyiik
bozulma olarak nitelendirir.?” Degerleri yok edilmis ve dolayisiyla degersiz kalmis
bir kurumdan deger iiretmeyi beklemek, oradan yetisecek bireylerden degerlere
sahip olmasin1 beklemek ¢ok da kolay goriilmemektedir.

3.13. Kiiltiir Aktarimmin Son Bulmasi ve Bireyler Uzerinde Aile
Kontroliiniin Kaybolmasi

Bir toplumu diger bir toplumdan ayiran en 6nemli ve tanimlayict unsur
siiphesiz ki kiiltiirdiir. Zira kiiltiir, toplumlar1 ge¢mise baglayip koklii yapan,
gelecege tasiyip hakim kilan ve varligini devam ettiren en etkili olgudur. Kiiltiir
aktarimi ve kiiltiirel miras isi, yazili kanun ve kurallarla degil hasbi ve goniil
aligverisidir. Torunlarmni kucaklarinda biiyiitiip onlar1 sevemeyen dedeler ve
nineler ve bunlar1 saymayan torunlar, kisacasi; zamaninda torunlarina sevgisinden,
cebinden ve vaktinden, rahatindan fedakarlik yapmayan ebeveynler miras
aktarimini yapamazlar.

Bu sebeple aile yapisinin zayiflamasimin ilk yansidigi alan, toplumun adeta
harci mesabesinde olan kiiltiirel alandir. Modern aile olgusuyla bu alanin tahrip
edilmesi, adeta kiiltiir {ilkesinin biitiin degerleriyle baglar1 koparmis oluyor. Aile
baglarinin zayiflamasi sosyal ¢oziimlemeyi de beraberinde getirir.3

Bireyselcilik, 6zgiirliik, denetimsizlik, gibi bir¢ok kavramin kendisine yer
buldugu modern yasamin en 6nemli yansimasi ailedeki kontroliin yok edilmesiyle
aile denetiminin bitirilmesidir. Denetimsiz kalan bireyler, 6zellikle de gencler her
tlrli uyusturucu vb. suglara, fitrata ters nefsani islere ve gevre bilinci ile toplumu
tehdit eden bir¢ok eylemin ve Orgiitlerin i¢ine diisebilmektedir. Boylesi denetimsiz
genglerin devlet agisindan da ciddi problem olusturdugu bir gercektir.

Islam ailesinden kastimiz; vahyin belirledigi ve peygamberin yasanti ve
uyarilar istikametinde olusan inang temelli ailedir. Islam’in temel kaynag1 olan
Kur’an; al¥, ehl®, ziirriyet!, iisra* kavramlariyla aile kavramina isaret etmis®
bunun yaninda ayni 6zden ve “esler” halinde yaratilmis olan* “insanlik ailesine”
dikkat cekmis, aile seriivenini ilk cift Hz. Adem ve Hz. Havva’dan baslatmus ve
bazen dogrudan bazen de peygamberlerin hayatlari® {izerinden detayl bir sekilde
bizlere bu kavrami tanitmistir. Islam’da aile sadece es olan iki farkli cinsin
olusturdugu bir beraberligi degildir. Ayn1 zamanda bu iki kisinin bir araya
gelmesiyle; bunlarin anne ve babalarinin yani sira kardesleriyle de olusan bir
hukuki taallukatla sekillenen biiyiik bir kurumdur. Zira iki farkli insanin
birlesmesiyle; baba, anne, kayinbaba, kayinvalide, baldiz, kaymn ve hanimin teyzesi
gibi sahislarla yeni bir hukuk tesis edildigin de bunlar da bu ailenin birer parcas:
durumuna gelmektedirler.*

Kur'an’da “ehl” olarak gecen aile kavrami degisik anlamlarda da
kullanilmistir. Mesela Hz. Nuh (as)'in kissasinda oglu icin; “o ehlinden (ailenden)
degildir. Ciinkii iman etmemisti. Halbuki senin ailen iman edenlerdir”% seklindeki
tanumlama ile aile kavramini en genis sekliyle “Iman edenler” olarak tanimlamustir.
Ay sekilde Kur'an; “kendinizi ve ailenizi yakiti taslar ve insanlar olan atesten
sakimimz”% uyarisinda “aile” vurgusuyla kisinin sorumlugu altinda olan; es ve
cocuklari bu grubun ilk tiyeleri seklinde tanimlamaistir.

Bu sebeple Islam ailesinin olusmast igin 6ncelikle dikkat edilmesi gereken
hususlar vardir. Zira aile bir kurum ve kendi iginde farkliliklar: olan bir biitiindiir.
Uhrevi olarak sevap ve diinyevi olarak sorumluluklari, bagimliliklar: ve bununla

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ortaya ¢ikan yeni durumlar ve haklar1 vardir. Dolayisiyla ailenin varligi ve
tesekkiildi, bir siireg ve farkli pargalardan olusan bir biitiindiir.

5. islam Ailesinin insas1 ve Istikrar

Toplumsal hayat iginde Islam’in en giiglii yanlarindan biri siiphesiz ki aile
kurumudur. Zira Hz. Peygamber’in aile yasantisi, yasanmis ve yasanabilecek
bir¢ok durumun ve problemin iistesinden gelindigi ornek ve ders ¢ikartilabilecek
bir yasantidir. “Erkek ailesinin cobamdir ve aile efradindan sorumludur. Kadin kocasinin,
evinin ¢obamidir ve onlardan sorumludur” buyurduktan sonra: "Hepiniz cobansiniz ve
giittiik/erinizden sorumlusunuz."® diyerek aile ile ilgili cerceveyi en genis sekliyle
cizmistir.

Islam; aileye, Hristiyanlik’ta oldugu gibi tamamen dini bir kurum olarak
bakmaz, ayn1 zamanda onu saglam esaslara dayali kutsal ve hukuki bir miiessese
olarak tamimlar. Aileyi toplumun temeli kabul ederek hem Miisliimanlarin birey
olarak huzur icinde yasamalar1 ve ¢esitli kotiilitklerden korunmalari, hem de
saglikli bir nesil yetistirmek ve toplumun devami i¢in en miihim bir kurum olarak
kabul eder. Islam’in aile yapisi, pek ¢ok toplumda oldugu gibi ataerkildir. Ancak bu
ataerkillik; Yahudiler'de, Romalilar’da veya eski Araplar’da bulunan durumdan
farkli olup “aile reisi” sorumluluguyla mutlak degil mukayyed ve himayedir. Aile
birligini devam ettirme esaslarina yoneliktir. Islam ailesinde erkek, bu aile
kurumunu is boliimii ile yiiriitiir. Evin miirebbiyesi, terbiye edicisi annedir. “On
emir’de goz dikilmeyecekler arasinda kadin; ev, kole, cariye, okiiz ve esek ile
birlikte kocanin mal varlig1 olarak goriilmektedir.®® Ancak Islam dininde, "kadinlar
erkeklerin miilkiyetinde bir mal olarak degil, ayni haklara sahip kimseler olarak
kabul edilmektedir."s! Islam, aile kurumu zaman zaman gelenegin etkisiyle kendi
dzgiinliigiinii kaybetse de iizerinde kuruldugu Islam’in aile temel ilkelerinin
hakkaniyetine bir halel getirmemistir.

6. Evliligin Tesvik Edilmesi

Islam’da evlilik kisinin ruhi ve biyolojik bir ihtiyacinin yani sira toplumun
gelecegi adina olmasi gereken zorunlu bir miiessesedir. Bunun tesekkiilii igin
evliligin kolaylastirllmas1 ve insanlarin evlilie tesvik edilmeleri hususunda

esler yaratmas: ve aranizda bir sevgi ve merhamet var etmesi de onun (varligimin ve
kudretinin) delillerindendir. Siiphesiz bunda diisiinen bir toplum icin elbette ibretler
vardir.”52 Ayni sekilde bir baska ayette: “Bekir olanlarin evlendirilmesi istenmigtir”>
Bu konuda Hz. Peygamber de: "Evleniniz, cogaliniz, ¢iinkii ben kiyamet giiniinde sizin
coklugunuzla iftihar edecegim” diye buyurmaktadir.?* Dolayisiyla evlilik aile kurumu
i¢in siradan bir haz veya ani bir hissiyat olmayip, hem dini ve hem de sosyal bir
zorunluluktur. Bu zorunlu durum, semavi dinlerden olan Yahudilik’te de kendisine
yer bulmustur. Nitekim Eski Ahit'te gecen ifadeleri yorumlayan "Talmud"
yazarlary, "Hanum olmayan bir erkek neseden, iyilikten, kendisini koruyacak bir
kalkandan, huzurdan... Tora'dan mahrum bir sekilde yasar. Hanimi olmayan erkek, tam bir
erkek degildir.”» demis ve aymi sekilde Tevrat: “Ademin yalmz olmasimn iyi
olmayacagini”% ifade etmistir. Hz. Peygamber de evlenmekten kagmanlar1 "Benim
yolumdan ayrilanlar” diye kinamis ve evlenmenin aym zamanda biitiin
peygamberlerin de siinneti, yiice bir eylemi oldugunu sdylemistir.® Iffetini
korumak amaciyla evlenen kisiye Hz. Peygamber; “Allah’in kesin olarak kendisine
yardimda bulunacagimi vaat ettigi kisilerden biri olacagimin”% miijdesini vermistir.
“Diinyanin bir gecimden ibaret oldugunu ve bu gecim diinyasimin en giizel nimetinin de iyi
bir kadin " oldugunu soylemistir.

6.1. Adaylarin Belirlenmesi ve Nikah

Toplum, giintimiiz modern aile algisiyla, klasik geleneksel aile olgusu
arasindaki ifrat ve tefrit dedigimiz iki asir1 ucunun darbeleriyle maluldiir. Eskiden
klasik ailede adaylar, adeta iradeleri hice sayilarak, birbirlerini gormeden ve
tanismadan aile biiyiiklerinin kararlariyla evleniyorlardi. Halbuki Hz. Peygamber
bir kizla evlenecegini agiklayan Mugire b. Su’'be’ye; kiz1 goriip gormedigini sormus
ve gormedigini sdyleyince: “Git gor...”¢! diyerek evlenecek kizi gérmesini istemistir.
Glintimiiz modern aile tesekkiiliinde ise, adaylar ¢ogu zaman biiyiikleri saf dist
ederek, sanal alemde vuku bulan tanismalarla, gizli gizli siiren muhabbet
neticesinde sasali ve masrafli diigiinlerle modern bir aile kurmaktadirlar. Ancak
bugiin bosanma davalar1 mahkemeleri en ¢ok mesgul eden konular arasinda yer

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almaktadir. Gegici ve nefsani, ¢ogu zaman da 0zenti ile baslayan bu arkadasliklar
boylesi tiziicli neticeler vermektedir. Arkadasi olmayan bir kizin veya erkegin,
cevresi tarafindan adeta diglandig1 modern diinyada, aile kurmaya gotiiren evlilik
olaymin ciddiyeti ve aday belirlemedeki kriterin énemi maalesef idrak edilmis
degildir. Genglerin giinliik olarak birden fazla “sevgiliyi idare” etmesi, sézde
“yetenekli olusuna(!)” baglanmasi ise isin bir bagka vahim boyutuna isaret
etmektedir.

Sosyal hayatin biitiin alanlarinda oldugu gibi, aile kurmada da egler birbirini
secerken dindarlifin yaninda, sahsiyet, karakter ve kisilik yoniinii 6ncelemelidir.
Zira kisi en saglikli aile hayatin1 ancak kendi karakterine benzer bir esle devam
ettirebilir. Daha sonra bozulan bir¢ok evliligin temelinde bu uyumsuzluk ve
dikkatsizlik yer almaktadir.

Iffet ve namus sahibi olan bir gencin, evlilik adaylig1 igin Hz. Peygamber’in
su kistasini asla goz ardi etmemelidir: “"Kadinlarla dért hasletleri icin evlenilir: Mals,
asaleti, giizelligi ve dini icin. Sen dindar olami tercih et, mesut olursun."s2 Evlenecek olan
adaylarin birbirlerine denk/kiifiiv olmasi en Onemli kistas olmakla beraber bu
denkligin basinda dindarlik gelmektedir. “Ne mutlu o kocaya ki, kadininin diyanetine
bakip taklit eder, refikasini hayat-1 ebediyete kaybetmemek icin miitedeyyin olmay: amag
edinir.”®

Karsit cinslerin fitri olarak duyduklari ihtiyaclarmi gidermeyi Islam belli bir
kural ve disiplin altina almistir. {lk asamast aday bulma olan bu disiplinin baginda
da nikah gelir. Islam evliligi, en agir sézlesme olarak “misaken Zaliza”® diye
tanumladig1 nikah denilen akit ile baslatir. Bu akdi, stzlesmenin gecerliligi igin de
iki tarafin sahip olmasi gereken bir takim sartlar arar ve bunlarin varligindan sonra
adaylar evlilik akdini dini ve hukuki anlamda sahitler huzurunda, aleni bir sekilde
kayit altina alarak baslatir. Gizli, kenarda kosede, kimsenin haberinin olmadig: bir
beraberlik kabul edilemez. Zira beraberligin neticesinden dogacak olan durumlarda
her iki taraf ve buna sahit olanlar sorumludur. Yani evlilik sorumluluktur ve bu
sorumluluk nikdh denilen akit ile baglar, hissi, keyfi ve ani gelisen bir durum ise
asla degildir.

6.2. Aile Biiyiikleri ile Biiyiik Aile

Aile olmanin ilk sart1 olan nikah akdiyle olusan bu evlilik sadece iki kisinin
beraberligini dogurmuyor, ayni zamanda iki aileyi de hukuki ve oOrfi anlamda
birbirine bagliyor.®> Biitiin bu baghliklar, aileyi giiclii temeller {izerinde tesis

etmedir. Zaman zaman vuku bulacak olan sarsintilara karsit onlar1 korur. Anne
babalarin yeni evlenen ciftlerle beraber olmalari yeni kurulan aile igin bir bereket
vesilesi ayn1 zamanda gelin ile damat i¢in biiytiik bir tecriibe firsatidir. Yaraticinin:
“Onlardan biri veya her ikisi yammzda yaslandi§inda onlara “0f” bile deme, onlart
azarlama! Ikisine de goniil alici giizel sozler sdyle. Onlara merhametle ve algak goniilliiliikle
kol kanat ger. Rabbim! Onlar nasil kiiciikliikte beni sefkatle egitip yetistirdilerse simdi sen
de onlara merhamet goster diyerek dua et.®” seklindeki ilahi emri, biiyiik aile olmanin
aslinda mahiyetini de ortaya koymus oluyor.

Islam ailesinin énemsedigi biiyiik ailede kiiltiirel, rfi, ahlaki temel esaslarin
yeni nesle tasiyicilari ve ekicileri sliphesiz ki bu ailenin biiyiikleridir. Kur’an-1
Kerim’de ekin kelimesi “hars” ile ifade edilir.®” Bu kelime ayni zamanda “kiiltiir”
anlamina da gelir. Boylece “ekin” ile “kiiltiir” kelimelerinin “hars” kelimesiyle
ifade edilmis olmas1 oldukga manidardir.® Bu kiiltiirii asilayacak, nesil topragina
ekecek olanlar ise; aile biiytiikleri dedigimiz, anne-baba, dede-nine ve digerleridir.
Bu kiiltiirel aktarim yapilmadig1 zaman yeni neslin soyu ve ge¢misiyle olan baglari
kopar. Boylece soyunun oOzelliklerini kaybetme ve dolayisiyla soysuzlasma bu
bireyler icin kaginilmaz olur. Boylesi durum igin de “degeneretion” denilen;
bozulma, yozlagsma, 6ziinii kaybetme® anlamina gelen dejenerasyon ile ifade
ettigimiz durum bas gosterir. Islam’dan beslenmis olan geleneksel aile olgusunun
modern aile anlayisina evirilmesi beraberinde kiiltiirel kopukluk gibi birgok
problemi meydana getirebilmektedir. Bununla beraber dini hayatta baz
degisimlerin yasanmasimna da zemin hazirlar.”

Biiyiik ailenin en Onemli fonksiyonlardan biri de ailede vuku bulan
problemleri biiytimeden ¢6zmesi, en az zararla kapatmasidir. Zira ailede problemin
¢itkmast normal ve hayatin akisi igerinde beklenen bir durumdur. Boylesi bir
durumda yapilmas: gerekenin ne oldugunu da yaradan bize bildirmistir.
Problemin vukuu aninda hemen mahkemeye, kolluk kuvvetlerine basvurup
kopriileri yikmak yerine biiyiik aile olmanin geregi olarak iki aileden birer ehil ve
sozil gecen hakem olacak” kisilerle bu problemin ¢6ziilmesi ilahi bir emir olarak
Islam ailesinin temel olciilerinden biri seklinde belirlenmistir.”2 Nitekim Hz. Aise ile
aile i¢i problem yasayan Hz. Peygamber, yakin arkadasi ve ayni zamanda Hz.

6.3. Islam Ailesinin Korunmas1 Maksadiyla Dayandig1 Temel Esaslar

Islam ailesinin tesisinde dikkat edilmesi gerek en 6nemli hususlar dinin
temel referanslarindan olan Kur’an ve Hz. Peygamber’in sdylem ve eylemlerinde
genisce kendine yer bulmustur. Bunlari kisaca sOyle siralamak miimkiindiir:

6.3.1. Muhabbet ve Merhamet

Muhabbet/sevgi aile kurumunun temelini olusturan evliligin hem baslamasi
i¢cin hem de devam ettirilmesi igin en onemli aziktir. Zira sevgi/muhabbet “habbe”
kokiinden gelen tohum anlamina gelmektedir.”* Tohumun 6zelligi biiylimeyi icinde
barindirmasi, aga¢ olup dal budak salmasi ve nihayetinde hedefinde meyve
vermesidir. Bu agidan bakildiginda evlilik Tarih¢i John Boswell’in tespitiyle
“Ortagag Avrupa’sinda bir miilk diizenlemesi, bir menfaat beraberligi” 7> degil,
bilakis bir muhabbet cazibesi olarak karsi iki cinsin karsilikli ilka edilmis,
yerlestirilmis sevgisi, ilahi varligin birer delili olarak tanimlanmistir.”® Boylece
muhabbet ile kurulan aile kurumu, bu muhabbet duygusuyla devam etmelidir. Bu
sadece evlilik y1l donemlerinde degil, her daim olmalidir. Nitekim Hz. Aise Hz.
Peygamber’e kendisini ne kadar sevdigini sordugunda “kor diigiim” gibi demis ve
zaman zaman Hz. Aise; “Kor diigiim ne durumda?” diye sordugunda Hz.
Peygamber; “Ilk giinkii gibi ya Aise”” diyerek ona olan muhabbetinin devamhligin
tekrarlamak suretiyle hep ifade etmistir.

Higbir insan biitiin boyutuyla miikemmel ve her seyi ile sevimli olamaz. Zira
boylesi bir tasavvur ancak cennette olur. Bu sebeple Hz. Peygamber yine 6rnek
soylem ve yasantisiyla aile iletisiminde bize su Olgliyli vermistir:  “Bir kimse
hanimina kin beslemesin, onun bir huyunu begenmezse bir baska huyunu beSenir."7?
Boylece onunla mutlu olma yoluna bakmalidir. Zira esimizin sevmedigimiz bir
davranisi, bir baskasi i¢in en ¢ok 6zlemini duydugu davranis olmasi miimkiindiir.

“Mubhabbet, bir damlasi, bir denizi mayalayabilecek giice sahip bir maya,
kabuk baglamis en derin yaralar iyilestirebilecek bir merhem, dagimk kalpleri
kelimeler gibi bir dize {izerinde siralamaya muktedir bir kalem gibidir. Ailede ise

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biitlin bitkilere canliik veren su gibi, davranislara sirayet edip onlarn
glizellestirebilecek yegane iksirdir. Muhabbet onu tagimaya samimiyetle niyet eden
her bedene uyan bir elbisedir.””

Merhamet, biitiin canlilarda var olan bir duygu olmakla beraber en ¢ok da
insan igin temel bir gereksinimdir. Zira zaman zaman 6fke ve siddetin merkezinde
olan insan ancak bu duygu ile kendini dizginleyebilir. Nitekim Hz. Peygamber,
torununu Opiip kucakladigr sirada bunu goriince hayret eden Akra' b. Habis'e;
“Merhamet etmeyene merhamet edilmez”® diyerek merhamet duygusunu karsilik
bulan bir duygu ve insani bir haslet olarak tanimlamigtir. Bu duygu toplumsal
yasamin merkezi olan ailede daha ¢ok kendini gosterir ve birgok olumsuzlugun ve
yikimin oniinii keser. Bu anlamda aile kurumunun teminat noktalarindan biri de
merhamettir. Bunu en iyi tanimlayan ve “Ben rahmet peygamberim”$' diyen Hz.
Peygamber’in su betimlemesidir: “Miiminler, birbirlerini sevmede, birbirlerine
merhamet ve sefkat gostermede, tipki bir orgami rahatsizlandi§inda diger organlari da
uykusuzluk ve yiiksek atesle bu actyr paylasan bir bedene benzer.”$2 Bu merhamet sadece
es icin degil ayni zamanda ailenin diger bireyleri icin de gegerlidir. Kendi ¢ocugunu
hayatinda hi¢ 6pmedigini sOyleyen birine Hz. Peygamber: “Allah senin kalbinden
merhamet duygusunu cikarmigsa ben ne yapabilirim?” ifadeleriyle kinamigtir.s

Islam, bireyi esine ve cocuklarina kars1 yiice merhamet duygulariyla donatir.
Boylesi duygularla kurulan bir ailede de siddete mahal olamaz. Giinlimiiziin en
biiylik problemlerinde biri olan aile i¢i siddetin ¢oziimii polisiye tedbirler ve
kanunlar® olmadigini artan siddet olaylarindan gérmek miimkiindiir. Merhametin
yerini hicbir gii¢ dolduramaz. Bugiin aile siddetinde magdur olan kadin1 koruma
ve kollama adina “kadimnin beyam1 esas” alinarak erkeklere verilen evden
uzaklastirma cezalarinin bir baska siddetin, magduriyetin kapilarimi actigini
haberlerde goérmek miimkiindiir.®> Merhametten nasibini almamis bir erkek
siddetten ve buna karsin kadin da iftiradan uzak duramaz.

6.3.2. Sadakat ve Adalet
Islam ailesinde kadin erkek birbirlerini yiice yaraticinin birer emaneti olarak
kabul eder ve o emanete ihanet etmemeyi namus/kanun olarak goriip ve buna azami

derecede riayet eder. Hz. Peygamber’in Veda Hutbesi'ndeki su ifadesi bunu 6zetler
mahiyettedir: “Ey insanlar, siz kadnlar: Yiice Allah’in emaneti olarak aldiniz!% Kadimni
Allah’in bir emaneti olarak alan erkegin bu anlamda emanete sadik kalmasi erkegin
bir liitfu degil, dinin ona yiikledigi bir emirdir. Aym hutbenin bir diger uyaris ise
bosanmalarin ve aile ici siddetin de temelini olusturan “sadakatsizlik” uyarisidir.
Hz. Peygamber; Allah’in bir emaneti olarak kadini koruyup kollamay1 erkege bir
zorunluluk olarak yiiklerken, kadina da “yatagin: hic kimseye cignetmemeleri ve esinin
hoslanmadigr ~ kimseleri izni  olmadikca  evlerine almamalarimn  sorumlulugunu
yiiklemigtir.’®” Nitekim giintimiizde aile bogsanmalarinin en biiyiik sebeplerinden
biri bahsedilen bu hususun g6z ardi edilmesi, sadakat duygusunun zedelenmesi ve
aile kurumuna bunun yansimasidir. Tiirkiye’de 2005 yili TUIK verilerine gore
bosanma olaylarinin sebepleri arasinda kadinlarda; %20.5 oramiyla “aldatma” ,
%10.7 oraniyla da aldatilma en 6n sirada yer almaktadir.®

Nitekim son dénem alimlerimizden Said Nursi, aile mutlulugunu su veciz
ifade ile 6zetler: " Hem her insanin kiigiik bir diinyasi, belki kiigiik bir cenneti dahi
kendi hanesidir. Bir ailenin saadet-i hayatiyesi, koca ve hanimi méabeyninde
emniyet-i miitekabile (karsiikli emniyet ve giiven), samimi bir hiirmet ve
muhabbetle devam eder.”#

Hz. Omer’in ifadesiyle adalet, sadece miilkiin degil ayni zaman da
toplumun, devletin ve islevi genis olan Islam aile kurumunun da temelidir,
esasidir. Bu temel sarsildigi zaman aile de toplum da yok olur. Esine adil
davranmak, basta ¢ocuklar olmak {izeri ailenin diger bireylerine akrabalik hukuku
cercevesinde davranmak, Islam ailesinde olmasi gereken hususlardir. Adaletin
karst anlami ziiliimdiir. Zulmiin egemen oldugu bir yerde huzur, mutluluk ve
bereket soz konusu olamaz. Bu sebeple aile reisi konumunda olanlara Hz.
Peygamber “Sizin en hayirliniz, ehline karst en hayirli olaninizdir. Ben eslerine karst en
hayirly olamimizim. Sizlerden hamimlarima iyi davranam en iyiniz, onlara kotii muamele
edeniniz ise en kotiiniizdiir.”® diyerek Miisliiman bireyin aile konusundaki
sorumlulugunu hatirlatmistir. Adalet ile ilgili dikkat ¢eken ayetlerden biri olan su
ayet konuyu daha net bir sekilde ifade etmeye yetiyor: “Ey iman edenler! Adaleti
titizlikle ayakta tutan... Hislerinize uyup adaletten sapmaymn...””' Su ayette de gegen
uyarilar ayni sekilde aile iginde de dikkat edilmesi gereken hususlarin basinda
gelir: “Siiphesiz Allah, adaleti, iyilik yapmay:, yakinlara yardim etmeyi emreder;
hayidsizligi, fenalik ve azginligr da yasaklar. O, diisiiniip tutasimz diye size 68iit veriyor.”?

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6.3.3. Kanaat ve Sabir

Birbirlerinin kusurlar1 vuku buldugunda: “Onlar sizin drtiiniiz, siz de onlarm
ortiisiisiiniiz.”% Emriyle o kusuru Ortmeli veya gormemezlikten gelmelidir. Hz.
Peygamber, Hz. Omer'in "Thtiyacimiz1 gidermek icin ne gibi mal elde edelim?" diye
sormasi iizerine su tavsiyede bulunurlar: "Malin en faziletlisi zikreden bir dil, siikreden
bir kalp ve dhireti ile ilgili durumlarda ona yardim eden imanl bir hanimdir."*

Kanaat ve siikiir aile kurumunun en 6nemli iki esasidir. Sekiiler diinyanin,
kapitalizmin modern aileye vurdugu en biiyiik darbe, mevcut olanla kanaat edip
onunla mutlu olma yerine, elde olmayani elde etme hirsi ve cabasiyla hayati
mutsuz ve yasanmaz hale getirmesidir. Onun i¢in kadin ve erkegin, gece giindiiz
demeden para elde etmek ile mutlulugun elde edilecegi zanm hep yaniltici ve
sonugsuz kalmaktadir. Cok paranin mutluluk getirmedigi konusu yiiksek bosanma
oranlarinin en ¢ok refah seviyesi yiiksek olan zengin toplumlarda ¢tkmas: bunun en
biiyiik delilidir. Islam ailesi, en biiyiik zenginligi iktisat ve kanaatte gérmektedir.
Kanaat ve iktisat siikriin, siikiir de mutlulugun anahtaridir. Yaraticinin: “Eger
siikrederseniz kesinlikle artiririm "% ilkesi burada da gegerlidir.

Sabir, birgok problemin ilaci oldugu gibi Islam ailesinde de birgok problemin
temel ilaglarindan biridir. Zira hayat, hep ayn1 dogrultuda, otobanda giden, engel
ve yokusu olmayan, hep diiz cizgide seyir eden bir yolculuk degildir. Inigli-cikisl,
zaman zaman yokuslu ancak sabir ve tahammiille asilan bir yolculuktur. Bunun en
glizel 6rnegini, bize model,“iisvetun hasenetiin”* olan Hz. Peygamber’in hayatinda
gorebiliyoruz. Ancak genelde Hz. Peygamber’in aile hayatinda beseri anlamda
yagsanmasi dogal olan baz1 aksakliklarindan, Hz. Peygamber ve O'nun egleri olan
muhterem annelerimize olan saygimizdan dolay1 pek bahsetmeyiz. Boylece onlarin
aile hayatlarinda hi¢ problem, sikinti, darlik vb. durumlarin vuku bulmadigini
diistiniirtiz. Halbuki boylesi bir durum ilahi yaratilisa aykiri, imtihan olgusuna
muhalif, Hz. Peygamber’in her seyi ile bize 6rnek olma gercegine munafidir. Hz.
Peygamber, bazen annelerimizin insan olmalar1 hasebiyle talep ettikleri diinyalik
durumlara ekonomik imkansizliklardan dolay1 cevap verememis ve bu durum aile
i¢i krizlere sebep olmustur. Nitekim bdylesi bir durumda siddet ve hakaret degil,
pasif direnis aktif miicadele dedigimiz sabirla tahammiil gostererek onlarla bir giin kiis
kalarak, bir ay gibi siire ile kari-koca iligkilerini askiya almis ve boylece egslerine
diisiinme pay1 vermistir.”” Ayni sekilde tabiati geregi sert karakterli olan Hz. Hafsa

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annemiz ile kiskanghg: fazla olan Hz. Aise annelerimizin bu durumlarma kars:
sabretmis ve onlar1 bu sekilde kabul ederek Islam ailesinin her sart ve durumda
nasil yiiriimesi gerektigini de bizzat yasantisiyla ortaya koymustur.%®

6.3.4. itaat ve Istisare

[taat ve istisare aile kurumu icin en giivenli limandir. “Sabitelere sirt
cevirerek yeni yeni roller ve modeller {iretme ¢abasi giiniimiiz kadinini soyle bir
noktaya getirmistir: Kocasma degil patronuna giivenen, bir baska ifade ile koca
merkezli degil, patron merkezli bir kadin tipi ortaya ¢ikmig ve bu tip, kocasindan
baska herkese kars: itaatkar ancak kocasina karsi ise isyankar bir davranis tarzi
gelistirmistir.”*

Istisare Islam ailesinin adeta temelini olusturur. Nitekim Hz. Peygamber
Hudeybiye Antlasma maddelerini uygulamada Miisliimanlarm  yavas
davranmalarina iiziilmiis ve bunu esi Ummii Seleme annemizle paylasarak yaptigt
istisare ile ¢Ozmiistiir.’™ Bu ve buna benzer bircok konuda Hz. Peygamber
annelerimizle istisarede bulunmustur. Nitekim Kuran’da istisare/danisma anlamina
gelen Suara Suresinin yamu sira istisareyi emreden ayetlerde de goriildiigii gibi'™
istisare ve itaat Islam toplumunun yani sira Islam ailesinin de temel ilkelerindendir.
Islam ailesinde aile reis olmak, her seyi kendi basina yapmak anlamina gelmedigini
Hz. Peygamberin ifade ve uygulamalarinda gormek miimkiindiir. Her hangi bir
konuda veya ailede varilan bir karara bagh kalmak ve ona itaat etmek, hem insani
hem de Islami bir ilkedir. Islam ailesi, aile reisine sorumluluk kadar, kadma da
aymu sekilde ilgili durumlarda itaat vazifesini yiiklemisgtir.

6.3.5. Fitri Degerlere ve Rollere ihtiram

Islam ailesinde her birey degerlidir ve her degerin de kendisine bigilmis fitri
bir rolii ve vazifesi vardir. Bu sebeple aile ayn1 zamanda degerler toplulugudur.
Aile, her bireyin miinferit takindig1 siradan bir yasam alani olmayip miisterek ve
rollerine bagli bireylerin olusturdugu sorumluluk tasiyan kutsal bir topluluktur.
Hatta bireyler arasindaki farkli rollerin 6neminden dolay: aile; “iiyeleri arasindaki

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iliskilerden ve iligkilerin yapilasmasindan dogan kurumlar” seklinde de
tanimlanmigtir.102

Epiktetos'un, fitrata bigilmis olan rol i¢in Tanri ile kul arasindaki benzetmesi,
aile bireyleri arasindaki durumu agiklamak igin giizel bir tespittir: “Hatirla, uzun
veya kisa bir piyeste miiellifin sana verdigi rolii oynayacak bir aktorsiin.”1% Bu
anlamda aile bireylerinde herkes kendileri i¢in verilmis olan fitri roliiyle mesgul ve
mefgur olmalidir. Islam ailesinin en o6nemli temellerinden biri sorumluluk
ilkesidir.’* Herkes bunun idrakinde olmal ve geregini yapmalidir. Aksi durum
aile i¢in yikimdir. Zira arilardan tutun ta karmcalara, kadar biitiin canlilarda bile
roller ve vazifeler belirlenmis ve bu vazife dogrultusunda hayat akist1 devam
ederken, miidiirden hizmetciye kadar farkli rol ve vazifeleri ortada iken ailede
kadin erkek esitligi adina bu rolleri yok saymak, aileyi yok saymak ile esdegerdir.

“Es olmak kiiclik bir yoneticiliktir. Geleneksel evlilik anlayisinda, erkek evin
dis, kadin da evin i¢ yoneticisidir.”1% Bu anlamda erkegin anatomik ve fizyolojik
yonlerden kadinlardan farkli olusundan dolay: ailenin reisi/kavvami kadinin ve
ailenin koruyucusu olarak disarda calisarak helal rizk teminiyle, nafakal® gibi
biiytiik bir sorumluluk yiiklenirken, kadinin da; evin miirebbiyesi unvanyla ailenin
adeta i¢ islerinden; huzur, giiven, siik{in ve neslin terbiyesinin vazifesiyle yiikiimlii
sayllmigtir. Kadin ailenin kraligesi, erkek de ailenin reisidir. Zira yaratici; “erkek
kadin gibi degildir'1” demek suretiyle, erkegin sert ve zorluklara dayanabilecek bir
yapida, kadinin ise kuvvetin aksine, nahif, latif, miisfik ve zayif olarak yaratildig:
ifade edilerek ailedeki rollerin de bu fitri durumla uyumlu olmustur.

Bu uyumun bozulmasiyla kadin ve erkek her ikisinin sabahtan aksama kadar
disardaki kosusturmasi, hem kadini, hem de erkegi hayat karsisinda yorgun ve
bitkin diisiirmiistiir. Aksama kadar disarida is hayatinin yiikii altinda birlikte
ezilen kari-koca, aksamleyin evlerinde birbirlerine yonelecek ve birbirlerini teselli
edecek ne zamanlari, ne imkanlar1 ve ne de enerjileri kalmaktadar.108

6.3.6. Sayg1 ve Sevgi

[slam ailesinin en 6nemli sacayaklarindan birisi de karsilikli saygi ve
sevgidir. Aile kurumu bastan sona, yani ilk adimdan son nefese kadar karsilikli
sevgi, saygi, sadakat, fedakarlk, feragat ve yeri gelince karsisindakini kendine
tercih olan isar denilen yiice ahlaki zorunlu kilan temel bir miiessesedir. Bu

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vasiflarla donanmis bir aileyi hi¢bir problem sarsamaz. Halbuki modern
telakkilerle yetisen insan; egoist, pragmatist ve haz diiskiinii olma yoniinde hizla
ilerlemekte ve andigimiz erdemlerden uzak bir terbiye ile yetismektedir. Bu
yetisme tarzinin tabii bir neticesi olarak, esler arasinda insani bir davrarus olan
karsilikli giiven, sayg: ve sevgi duygular zayiflarken, pragmatik yararlar vadeden
is hayatinda, isverenlere kars1 her tiirlii yaltaklanma normal goriilmektedir.”1%

Hz. Peygamber, zaman zaman egleriyle sakalasir, bazen de annelerimizin
kiskangliklartyla karsi karsiya kalirdi. Hz. Aise hi¢bir kadina karsi Hz. Hatice'ye
duydugu kiskanghk derecesinde kiskang olmadigini belirtmigtir. Hatice’nin,
kendisinin Hz. Peygamber’le evlenmesinden {i¢ sene once vefat ettigini ifade
ederek Hz. Hatice'yi kiskanmasinin sebebinin Hz. Peygamber’in onu sik sik yad
etmesi oldugunu ifade etmistir.!® Siyerde gecen su 0rnek bu durumu giizel ifade
etmektedir: “Hz. Peygamber bir giin bir yerde bal yemisti. Hanimi Hz. Aise’nin yanina
gelince, Hz. Aise Efendimize agzimin koktugunu soylemesi iizerine Hz. Aise’yi ¢ok seven ve
ona cok deger veren Hz. Peygamber de bir daha bal yememege yemin eder.”1! Hz.
Peygamber eslerine olan sevgisi ve onlara verdigi degerden dolayi, onlar1 hep
ciddiye almis ve en ufacik bir agiz kokusu ile dahi olsa, Hz. Aise annemizi rencide
etmekten ictinap etmistir.

[slam ailesinde bireyler sadece birbirlerine degil aym zamanda
hassasiyetlerine de sayg1 duyarlar. Mesela Hz. Peygamber’in baldizi Esma bnt. Ebu
Bekr esi Ziibeyr b. Avvam’in kiskang durumuna saygt duyup buna dikkat ederdi.
Esma: “Bir giin hurma gekirdeklerini basimda tasiyordum. Etrafinda bazi sahabeler varken
Hz. Peygamber’le karsilagtim. Beni ¢agwrdr ve ardindan terekesine almak icin devesini
thladi. Ben de erkeklerle beraber gitmekten utandim. Ziibeyr'in kiskan¢hgim diisiinerek
reddettim.”112 der.

Islam ailesinin model ismi Hz. Peygamber, sevgi ve saygiy1 sadece aile iginde
degil toplumsal hayatin biitiin sathinda gecerli olacak sekilde su ifade ile
noktalamistir: "Kiiciiklerimize merhamet etmeyen, biiyiiklerimize saygi gOstermeyen
bizden degildir."113

6.3.7. Empati, Hiisnii-ii Zan ve Affetmek

Islam’in bircok problemin ¢oziimiinde one c¢ikardigt en Onemli ¢Oziicii
yontem, empatidir. Kendini onun yerine koymak, “kendin icin istemedigini baskasina
da istememek, kendi icin istedigini kardesine de istemek”1* ilkesi her konuda ¢oziicii bir

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gtlice sahip oldugu gibi, aile problemlerinde de aymi giice sahiptir. Bir problem veya
olumsuzluk karsisinda ilk yapilacak husus kendimizi karsimizdakinin yerine
koymaktir. “Bu bana yapilsayd: ne hissederdim, ne yapardim, karsimdaki kisiden
ne yapilmasin isterdim” seklindeki bir sorunun cevabini bu empati yontemiyle
¢ozmek, problemin biiyiimesine firsat vermeden, onu yerinde imha etmektir. Oziir
dilemekle imhaya baglayan bir problem affetmekle nihayet bulmasi Islam ailesinin
temellerini olusturan Kur'an ve Hz. Peygamber’in miiminlere yaptig1 temel
uyarilaridir. Zira Allah’in isimlerinden biri de “Afuv” yani affedici olmasidir. Hz.
Peygamber’in Hz. Aise annemize Ogrettigi duada: “Allah’im! Sen cok affedicisin,
affetmeyi seversin. Beni bagisla!”> deyip Allah’in en sevdigi amelin de affetme
oldugunu diistinmesi, affetmeye muhtag olan bir insanin da affetmesini bilmeli ve
bu bilginin uygulanmasinin en hakli oldugu yerin de aile oldugu unutulmamalidir.

Hz. Peygamber en sevdigi annemiz Hz. Aise’ye Beni Miistalik seferinde
atilan iftira konusunda heniiz netlesmedigi ve dedikodularin yaygin oldugu bir
zamanda babasinin evinde hasta yatan Hz. Aise’yi teselli ederek; “Ey Aise eger
masum isen Allah seni temize ¢ikaracaktir, bir giinah isledin ise tévbe et, affim dile, Allah
af dileyenleri bagislar”116 deyip ona af yolunu gostermis ve bir es olarak kendisi de bu
duruma sabretmistir. Ayni1 olayda miinafiklar tarafindan yayilan ve adete biitiin
Medine'nin giindemine oturdugu bir zamanda Hz. Peygamber Mescide giderek;
Hz. Aise hakkinda hiisnii zannin dile getirmis, bu konuda en ufak bir tereddiit
gecirmemistir.!” Zira konu ile ilgili inen Nur Suresindeki 12. ayette; “Bunu
isittiginiz zaman miimin erkekler ve kadinlarin birbiri hakkinda hiisn-i zan beslemeleri ve
"bu apagik bir iftiradir" demeleri gerekmez miydi?” diyerek Miisliimanlarin hiisnii
zanna sarilip iftiranin her tiirliisiinden uzak durmalari hatirlatilmaktadir. flahi ve
Nebevi emirler ile kurulmus ve o ilkelerle diinyanin cenneti haline gelmis bir Islam
ailesinin istikameti ve sonucu da cennet olacaktir.

6.3.8. “Sarahen Cemilen” Talak/Giizelce Ayrilis

Islam’da Allah’in en hoglanmadig1 helal olarak kabul edilen amel ve eylem
bosanmadir. Zira Islam 6ncelikle eslerin evlilik birligini, karsilikli sevgi ve saygi
ortamini olabildigince korumalarini, bu hususta fedakarlik gosterilmesini, 6zellikle
de erkeklere egleriyle iyi gecinmelerini ve onlarin kusurlarmi degil olumlu
yonlerini gormeye calismalarini Oglitlemistir.”’® Aile i¢i anlasmazligin ortaya
¢ikmast durumunda evliligin devamim1 saglamaya yoOnelik bazi tedbirlere
basvurulmasmin, gecimsizligin devam etmesi durumunda ise erkek ve kadinin
ailelerinden segilecek hakemlerin onlarin arasimi bulmaya gayret etmesini

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istemigtir.!”® Onemli bir sebep bulunmadikga keyfi bir sekilde aile birliginin sona
erdirilmesini hos gormemistir.'”® Biitiin bunlara ragmen ailenin siirdiiriilmesi
imkansiz hale gelmis ve artik karsilikli zararlar doguracak bir durum séz konusu
olmus ise sadece kagit iizerinde evli goriiniip ancak goniil ve bedence ayr
yasamay1 da ahlaki, sosyolojik ve hukuki anlamda uygun gormemistir. Bu konuda
kirmadan, dovmeden, hukuki ¢ercevede ¢6ziim olarak “talak”!?! denilen bosanma
miiessesesini devreye sokmustur. Ancak bu ayrilma ve bosanma durumunu da
“Allah’m hoslanmadigi helal”122 eylem kategorisinde kabul etmistir. Islam &ncesi
cahiliye toplumunda bosama yetkisi sadece erkekte idi.13 Islam kadinin kocasim
bosama hakkini vermekle beraber mahkemeye basvurarak bosanma imkanimi
getirmistir. Bu da ailede meydana gelen gecimsizligin siddete ve daha biiytik
yikimlara doniismesini engellemistir. Nitekim kendisini dovdiigii igin kocasin
sikayet ederek ondan ayrilmak isteyen Ummii Cemil bnt. Abdillah't Hz. Peygamber
kocasindan bosamigtir.2

[slam diger dinlerin aksine yiiriimesi miimkiin olmayan bir evliligi
sirdiirmeyi uygun gormemistir. Hiristiyanlikta, “Karisini fuhustan baska nedenle
bosayip bagkasiyla evlenen zina etmis olur. Bosanan kadinla evlenen zina etmis olur.”
Seklinde bir durum s6z konusudur.’> Ancak Islam dininde kisinin mutsuz bir
evlilik sonucu kisinin oOliinceye kadar her giinii azapla gegecek olan, hayatin
gercekleriyle uyusmayan, omiir boyu bir yasamay: uygun bulmamaistir. “Bosanan
kadwnlar iddetlerinin sonuna wvarmmca onlari giizelce tutun yahut onlardan giizelce
ayrilin.” 12 Tlahi buyrukla iki yoldan birinin tercih edilmesini emretmistir.

Nikah ailede huzurun devam ettigi siirece degerlidir. Ancak huzurdan
uzaklasmis bir aile kurumu, iki taraf ve ¢ocuklar icin ac1 ve 1stiraba neden oluyorsa
boylesi bir durumda en giizel sekliyle ayrilma, ¢oziimiin tek yoludur. Nitekim
Kur’an-1 Kerim’de Zeyd bin Harise ile Zeynep bnt. Cahs'in bosanmas1'?” bu ¢éziime
dair bir 6rnektir.

Avrupa, son 30 yil igerisinde oOzellikle aile diizeni ve yapisinda biiyiik
degisikliklere sahit olmustur. Azalmakta olan is giiciine karsilik olarak kadinlarin is
gliciine katilimi artmustir. Erkegin ailesi icin tam giin calisarak "ekmek kazanan"
oldugu ve kadmin da karsili§inda bir {icret olmayan ev islerini yapip ¢ocuklarina
baktig1 geleneksel aile modeli, cogu AB iiyesi bir¢ok iilkede azalmistir.

Kadin, tarih boyunca toplumun en magdur insani olmustur. Feodal tarim
doneminde tarim/tarla iscisi, sanayi devrinde ucuz fabrika ¢alisani, glintimiizde ise
erkegin zevk ve sehvet objesi olmaktan kendini kurtaramamistir. Giintimiizdeki
durum ise sinsi bir sekilde sozde 6zgiirliik ve esitlik adina yapilmistir. Bu hiirriyet
olsa olsa kadini rahat elde etmenin hiirriyeti, 6zgiirliik ise erkegin istedigi zaman
clizi bir meblag karsiliginda onunla goniil eglendirebilmenin ozgiirliigii olarak
kendini gostermistir. Kadinin hep bedeni, teni somiiriildii, onun kisiligi, sahsiyeti,
onuru, haysiyeti, sefkat ve merhameti hep gormemezlikten gelindi. Modern
diinyada kadin en kolay elde edilen ve kendisinden zevk alman, kurtulmak
istenildiginde de hemen kapi dis1 edilen bir meta’” oldu. Dini inang ve metinler de
ayni sekilde maksat ve amacindan uzaklastirilarak erkegin lehine ayni sekilde
erkek din adamlan tarafindan kadmin aleyhinde yorumlanarak uygulandi. Bu
yanlis inang ve yorumlar Islam ailesinin koklii ve kesin esaslarma ragmen
Miisliiman toplumda da kendine zaman zaman gelenek adi altinda uygulama alan
buldu. Miisliiman toplumun dinden uzak olan bazi adetleri din yerine ikame
edildi. Bu carpik anlayisin ilk magdurlar1 da maalesef yine kadinlar oldu. Bu
durum Islam ailesine fatura edilip ona gdlge diisiirdii. Boylece Miisliiman ailenin
eksiklikleri Islam’a mal edildi.

Modern yasamda kadin, erkegin goziine zevk, sehvetine ve servetine
sermaye oldu. Toplumsal siireclerde hep kadin kullanildi. Reklam sektorii, araba
tekerleklerinin taniiminda bile kadmi kullandi. Magdur eden ile magdur
edilenden, yani erkek ve kadindan olusan bu birliktelik aile olmaktan ¢ikti, gecici
haz-zevk alma ortamina doniistii.

[slam’a gore aile, farkli hayatlari aym cati altinda bulusturan, aralarinda
kurdugu nakis misali baglar ile birbirlerine ge¢melerini, birbirlerini
biitiinlemelerini ve giiclenmelerini saglayan muhtesem birlikteli§in adidir ashinda.
Mekansal anlamda bu aile birlikteligine dahil olan yakin akrabalar her ne kadar
farkli yerlerde yasasalar da aslinda seffaf bir cam ¢at1 altindaymais gibi hep beraber
ve acilarryla mutluluklariyla bir aradadirlar. O halde aile demek bu anlamda birlik
demektir; birlik de dirlik demektir.

Bilisim ¢ag1, uzaklar1 yakina getirirken, yakinlardan da uzaklastirdi. Bu ise,
merhametin, sevginin, sayginin hasili kisiyi insan vasiflartyla donatip miitkemmel
varlik olarak cihana sunacak olan en Onemli ve en basat mektebimizi bize
kaybettirdi. Boylece insanlik, yeryiiziindeki aile cennetini kaybedip, baharini ¢dle
cevirerek cogu zaman telafisi olmayan agir bedellere mahkGm oldu.
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Modern ¢agin aile iizerindeki en biiytiik etkisi, birlik duygusunu zedeleyerek
aile baglarini gevsetmesidir. Ekonomik Ozgiirliige sahip olan aile bireylerinin,
hayatlarin1  diledigince siirdiirebilen bagimsiz insanlar olma iddiasiyla
birbirlerinden uzaklagmasi, modern toplumlarm en ac1 verici tecriibelerindendir.
Oysa aile bireyleri birbirlerine sadece maddi anlamda degil, ayn1 zamanda manevi
anlamda da mubhtagtir. Sadece birbirlerini yedirip giydirmekle degil, duygusal ve
zihinsel anlamda beslemekle de sorumludur.

Abstract

The family, which is one of the institutions influenced by modern life, struggles with
many problems especially in the geography where western culture is dominant. The
decrease in populations that are the future of societies creates great concerns for the future.
The measures taken in this regard are not effective enough to change the result.
Differentiated gay marriages that are called new relationships, absence of children in
heterosexual marriages, or termination of these marriages after a short period of time are
among the most important social problems. Accordingly, children who grow up without
parents are deprived of parental education. Consequently, other problems such as
addictions, inclination to commit crime and cultural degenerations arise. Members of a
disintegrated family are doomed to live and die alone.

The current situation of the modern families adversely affects the traditional
Muslim families from time to time. Established on the axis of the Islamic belief, the principles
that the Islamic families consider as a basis for these modern family dilemmas provide a
solution to modern family problems. This study was based on this axis.

Modern yasamin etkiledigi kurumlardan biri olan aile 6zellikle Bati kiiltiiriiniin
egemen oldugu cografyada bircok problemle bogusmaktadir. Toplumlarin gelecegi olan
niifusun diismesi gelecek adina biiyiik bir endiseye sebebiyet vermektedir. Bunun i¢in alinan
onlemler ise sonucu degistirmeye yetmemistir. Bir yandan farklilasan yeni beraberlikler
denilen escinsel evlilikler, diger yandan normal evliliklerde ailelerin ¢ocuk yapmamalar1
veya kisa siire sonra bu evliliklerin bozulmas: toplumsal hayatin en Onemli
problemlerindendir.

Introduction

The concept of family is as ancient as the history of humanity, it is one of the
concepts that are discussed the most in the modern world. Family is a sacred
institution in all religions. Although it is the smallest social group where people are
born, raised and developed, it still has a great role in shaping society. Family in
Islam is important for maintaining the religion and generation.

With the objective of noting the obligations and reminding the facts, this
study reviews the impact of modern conceptions on the institution of family and
the points arising from the modern families that are created through these modern
conceptions under certain titles. In addition, the impact of these conceptions on
Islamic society will be examined, and Islam’s measures against these
misconceptions will be mentioned.

Considering the fact that Islamic family structure is occasionally affected by
certain adverse aspects of traditions, the concept of “Islamic Family” was used in
naming the family structure guided by the Quran and the Prophet, instead of the
concept of “Muslim Family”.

1. Modern/Modernity

The term “modern” has been derived from the Latin word “modernus” that
has been formed from another Latin term “modo” meaning “right now”.! As seen
in many social concepts and theories, modernity cannot be limited to the context of
a single word. This term called “neuzit” by German historians can be specified with
the cultural and social transformations that happened between the 15% and 20t
centuries.? During this period, two revolutions that affected the concept of
modernity the most and that gave a shape to this concept occurred: The French
Revolution and Industrial Revolution.? The institution of classical family that was

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built on traditions and beliefs was shaken by these two revolutions, and it got close
to termination in western society.

A broad concept of institution such as family* cannot be limited under certain
titles. However, “the types of family can be ordered as pre-industrial family
structure, industrial family structure and post-industrial family structure, the last of
which can be divided into groups as the one that breaks up within itself, one that is
fragmented, and the one that is not complete. What is meant by the family structure
that breaks up within itself is the type that solely consists of spouses who do not
have a strong relationship. The fragmented family structure is the type that
emerges after one member of a nuclear family is lost. Within this structure, one of
the spouses maintains the family (with the children). The third is the uncomplete
family structure which reflects the nuclear family form that has never been formed.
Accordingly, the family structure with illegitimate children is an example.”>

2. The Concept of Family

It is challenging to make a universal and unchangeable definition of a broad
concept and institution such as family because the concept of family has been
changed and transformed throughout history which is also the case for the social
structure. Therefore, different philosophers have used various criteria to determine
the bounds of family.

Definitions or descriptions of family include the following: “After settling on
territories, siblings formed families by living with their fathers, sons or
grandchildren from the same or vertical generations.® “Groups that are formed by a
lineage, belief/religion or a house, city, country or a profession””.

The sociological definition of family is as follows: “Family is the group of
people that have a kinship and bond between one another and adult members are
to care the young members. Kinship is established through marriage and blood
relationship.”8

3. Difficulties for Modern Family

The importance of determining certain problems and difficulties regarding
the modern family structure that have captured our attention in recent periods and

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that have affected the family structure of Islamic geography has increased
significantly. It is a fact that each problem to be mentioned here should be
examined in detail.®

3. 1. Increase in Domestic Violence and Divorcing

The most important dilemma regarding the concept of family in the modern
period is the inability to prevent domestic violence despite all the deterrent laws and
law enforcement officers, and the inability to end the divorces. The most interesting
aspect in this regard is the direct relationship between the violence and rate of
divorce, and level of development. The rate of violence and divorce in
Scandinavian countries, that are among the most developed countries in the world
is, 60%. After the 1960s, this rate significantly increased in most of the developed
countries. During the 1980s, half of the marriages in the United States resulted in
divorce.1°

The mean rate of divorce in the member countries of the European Union is
40% while this rate is 75% in Belgium according to the data of Eurostat — the
European Union Statistical Institute. Regarding these statistics, Belgium is followed
by Estonia with 70% and Czech Republic with 67%.11

Considering the increase in the development status from the eastern and
western locations of Turkey, the situation is not so different in the country. The
Turkish city with the highest rough divorce rate in 2019 was Izmir (2.95%o),
followed by Antalya (2.88 in a thousand) and Mugla (2.71 in a thousand). The
Turkish city with the lowest rough divorce rate was Hakkari (%00.25), followed by
Siirt and Mus (%00.33). The rate of divorce has increased in line with the increase in
the educational degrees, economic status and wealth of people.’2

Similarly, according to the official data, the most common reason for divorce
in Turkey was violence (17.2%), after cheating, in 2006.1* This result can be
interpreted as an impact of modern life on the Muslim family structure.

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3. 2. Relationships Threatening the Family Institution

The relationship that suits humans” nature, that is in accordance with one’s
honor, and that is necessary to ensure the continuation of future generations is the
one which is established between a man and woman under a certain agreement to
live the rest of their lives together. One of the most important functions of marriage
is to give birth to a baby and raise the baby later. However, homosexual marriages,
also called LGBT marriages, which do not coincide with the concept of family,
which is overwhelmed by the conceptions of modern life, which are not in
accordance with the traditional nature of humans and which are prohibited in all
religions, are increasing!* day by day and they are legally recognized these days.
Certain European countries institutionalize these marriages. Certain researchers
criticize these new family types with the belief that they will terminate the
traditional family structure and values, and that they will fragment classical
families completely in time.”15

A survey performed in ten European countries indicated the rate of people
who are not interested in the opposite gender and who define themselves a LGBT
member as 10%.1¢ One of the interesting results of this study is that the inclination
to be a LGBT member was higher among those who were aged between 50 and 65
years compared to the young people. Such characteristics of those aged people,
who are closer to death, remarkably reflect the gaps within their spiritual worlds. In
addition, the higher rate of women who will give birth to children within these
inclinations, is another issue that should be examined separately.

3. 3. Fulfillment of Family Function by Other Institutions

Settlement of aged parents in senior centers and children in day-care centers,
and the entire day spent by married couples in working places adversely affect the
institution of family, almost making it fully unfunctional. The modern family has
assigned its specific duties to private or public institutions, deviating the institution
of family from its essence and from the identity of being a shelter and solidarity
area against external factors. Consequently, the obligation of parents to be at the
working place all day makes it necessary for their children to be raised in child care
houses called nurseries, which makes the presence of a generation that is deprived
of the merciful education of parents and is raised with the initiative of different
caregivers inevitable. To provide more details, the “oral fixation”'” syndrome
among 0-2-year-old children who have not been cared for by their mothers
adequately adversely affects these children for a lifetime and causes many psycho-
social problems, particularly substance addiction.’® Accordingly, Allah orders the

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people in three different verses of the Quran that ““mothers should breastfeed their
children for at least 24 months”’, should be considered.!” Opening senior centers for
elderly people or assigning the operation of these centers to companies terminates
the responsibilities of children to care for heir parents during their senior years
which actually determines the future for every married couple. The phrase in the
Quran “...as they brought me up [when I was] small”? reflects how children are to treat
their parents after getting old, as their parents raised them when they were
younger. Moreover, the Prophet clearly emphasizes the importance of obeying
parents.?! People who make efforts to meet the expenses related to care centers for
their children in their youth live a life without ever fully feeling their love toward
their children, and they are obliged to live in senior centers without their
grandchildren around during the period when they live their life as retired people.
The concerns in our lives that make us anxious are based on dissatisfaction arising
from deficits in love and respect.

3. 4. Children Living Without a Role Model

The rate of illegitimate children has been increasing in the modern world,
particularly in the developing countries, which consequently creates many different
issues. For instance, children’s socialization is adversely affected due to losing their
healthy and reliable family environment. Children raised by a single parent or in
fragmented families experience severe problems regarding socialization. One of the
factors driving people to commit crime is this inadequate socialization during
childhood.?? Although mothers undertake the care of their children after a divorce
or during a non-marital relationship, the gap which arises from the fathers” position
as a role model cannot be filled. Mothers are the most important role models during
the first two years of a child, while fathers undertake this position for the
socialization of the child during the older ages.?> A problematic generation and a
chaotic, uncontrolled future is inevitable in the world formed by the children who
are raised in the modern virtual world with the imaginary figures’ impact and
without their own fathers.

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3. 5. Loss of the Concept of Extended Family in Time

According to the 2005 data of Switzerland’s governmental statistics, the fall
of the rate indicating the extended families in the country between 1930-2000
clearly shows that the concept of modern family has also been adversely affected
and that the concept of family has lost its place in society.?* As reflected in the table
below, the rate of houses, where only a single person lived, were 8.5% in 1930, and
it rose to 14.2% in 1960 and to 36.0% in 2000. According to the same table, the rate
of houses, where five or more than five people lived was 32.4% in 1930, and it fell to
21.2% in 1960 and 6.3% in 2000. However, the rate of living alone increased to
36.0%. Accordingly, it is fair to state that every one of three people lived without a
family.

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3. 6. Emergence of Unclear Roles with the Gender Equality

The greatest strike from modern life to the institution of family is the
responsibility of every family member for every duty in a house, while neglecting
different roles in a family and different duties assigned to these roles, which is
actually against social life and life itself. The ability of every family member to
perform any job in a house or equal responsibility for all duties in a house is against
the natural, biological and psychological structure of humans. Neglecting people’s
roles arising from their nature created an identity-related crisis, which resulted in
unclear roles without an identity. As the feminist ideology that has made efforts to
protect the rights of women who have worked for the lowest rate? have related the

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absolute freedom and happiness to financial freedom?, it has driven women to look
for jobs and income once again. Despite the weak bodies of women, feminism has
raced women with men, even making women a competitor to men although it was
supposed to help women. This problematic circle “caused a transformation from
the extended to nuclear families in the domestic structure of industrial society, and
it increased the notion of gender equality and changed the domestic roles of family
members. Genders’ efforts to become equal on the legal and social grounds made it
difficult to assign a fixed role and function to a family. Thus, the modern family
structure has gained a specific form, feeding the domestic fragmentation tragedy.”?

3. 7. Increase in Relationships Without Children

The decrease of population in the modern world results from the
population/birth ratio formed by married couples who do not have children, which
is not the case for undeveloped countries. The incentives offered by the states that
aim to prevent this decrease are among the actions taken. Another factor
supporting couples in having a child is the Christian belief that delivering a baby is
an honorable act, even if this is not a direct factor. God revealed the punishment of
eating the forbidden fruit in paradise to women as follows "Bearing too much pain by
delivering a baby and showing interest of men and being controlled by them”.? The
religious doctrine these people have does not have anything opposing what Islam
orders or offer anything worldly in this regard.

According to the governmental statistics in the Europe of the modern world,
along with the decreases in the number of marriages that form the concept of
family, the process of having a child is also delayed. The rate of marriage was 7.6 %o
in Switzerland in 1970 but it fell to %05.5 in 2003. Similarly, the population rate
stayed the same after 1960. According to the population statistics from 2003, the
number of children of every 100 women between 15-49 years should have been 210,
but it was 139. According to the statistics of the same country, the rate of delivery
was 2.4% in 1950 and 1.4% in 2003.? Despite all the measures, the decrease in
population could not be prevented.3

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3. 8. Popularization of Unmarried Ties

In modern societies, unmarried partnerships increase and interest in
marriage decreases day by day. According to a study conducted in Switzerland in
1994, the rate of unmarried partnerships was higher among the young population.
Of the women aged between 19 and 24 years in that study, 25% lived a non-marital
life as a common-law/mistress, while 15% were married, and 60% lived alone or
with their families. Moreover, the rate of married people between the ages of 40 and
49 years was 75%, while 5% of the remaining lived as a mistress.. After these non-
marital relationships result in pregnancy or childbirth, couples marry.? It is fair to
state that gender quality and problems in sharing goods have played a role in
reducing the rate of marriages. The recent Turkish domestic laws suggest that
arranged marriage has increased in place of civil marriages as women or men are
made a shareholder following marriage in the relevant laws.

3. 9. Living Without a Family and in the Streets

Due to the absence of rooted relationships arising from marriage, people are
deprived of an institution where they can have the sense of belonging, and they are
forced to live in the streets. This picture is present in almost every region of Europe.
Not only such a life indicates the concept of placelessness, but it also reflects the
presence of a group called unbekannt, which does not have an identity. Seeing these
people that do not have a place or identity in a subway and bus stations is quite
ordinary in the modern world. For such people, governments have certain practices
such as performing medical checks at certain intervals and delivering food at

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certain urban locations, or letting these people live in wrecks or overlooking the use
of drugs by addicted people.

3. 10. Increase in Crime Rates After the Fragmentation of Families and
Absence of any Certainties

There is a direct relationship between the weakened extended families that
were the keys to the social control and increase in crime rates. The fragmentation of
families significantly increases the crime rates in the modern world. Accordingly,
Hirschi stated the following: “the stronger relationships people have with the traditional
concepts such as family, school, religion and friends; the less probable it is for them to
commit crimes. Similarly, as the relationships with these traditional concepts are weakened,
the probability to commit crimes increases.”

As the ties and values that united societies were weakened, it became
difficult to talk about the concepts of social individual and society. Modern people
are opposing the sacred concepts these days. The discipline of sociology considers
the scientific approach, which regards the religions as a rival, as a guide.
Accordingly, people have defined all religious thoughts and experiences as
primitive. However, what makes people humans and separates them from other
creatures is their commitment to the provisions in the world of values. The
inevitable result for all institutions in places where there are no hierarchical
structures includes chaos, anarchy, unhappiness and unrest. As two people cannot
live together in such a case, the process of marrying or maintaining a marriage does
not have any meaning.*

3. 11. Short Duration of Marriages as Domestic Environment Loses its
Peace

The meaning of living is being terminated every passing day in Europe — the
center of modern life — and even people end their lives through euthanasia.®*
Although such tragedies have different reasons, the probability for people to
commit suicide has been increasing due to depression, stress and loss of hopes as a
result of a life directing people to live alone.

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The rate of marriages have been decreasing in the modern world, and the
marriages are only maintained for five to nine years.?> With the increase in financial
freedom, the rate of living alone as virgins or widows has increased among women.
The rate of widowers was 8.9% while the rate of widows was 36.1%. The impact of
modern life on families is that it presents the option of living separately to men and
women who are two main actors of a family. These separated couples make efforts
to end their loneliness with animals, particularly dogs, that they look after in their
homes. There was even some news indicating that some people passed what they
had to these animals before their death.3

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3.12. Termination of Domestic Values

Every section of life has a discipline. Even the smallest organizations have an
order, system, harmony and relevant principles. Even the smallest associations or a
sports club in a neighborhood have principles, so an important institution like a
family should have values and principles. However, the greatest danger reflected
by modern life on the institution of family is that modern life neglects the principles
that should exist for families. Francis Fukayama, the author of The End of History
and the Last Man, explains the reasons of increased crime rates in developed
countries with the modernization and dramatic changes seen in the field of values.
According to him, this process is a great social breakdown.¥” Expecting an

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institution whose values have been terminated to generate values and expecting the
individuals of that institution to have values is not so easy.

3. 13. End of Cultural Trends and Loss of Domestic Control over People

The most important and definitive element that separates a society from
another is doubtless culture. Culture is the most important factor that keeps
societies’ connections with their past alive, making them rooted, that passes these
connections to the future, and that maintains its presence later. Cultural transfer
and heritage do not depend on written laws and rules; instead, these two concepts
are related to voluntariness and spirituality. Grandparents who cannot hug and
raise their grandchildren who do not respect their grandparents, and parents who
do not spare any love, time and money for their children cannot pass their heritage
to their children.

Thus, the field that is affected by the weakened domestic structure the first is
the cultural area that serves as the foundation of a society. Destruction of cultural
area with the concept of modern family terminates the ties of a cultural country
with its values. Weakened domestic ties result in social fragmentation.®

The greatest reflection of modern life including many concepts such as
individualism, freedom or lack of inspection is the end of domestic discipline with
the end of domestic control. People without discipline, particularly young people,
can fall into the trap of many actions and organizations that promote drugs, crimes
and actions that do not suit the benevolence, and that threaten the society. It is a
fact that these undisciplined young people are also a great problem for the
governments.

4. Islamic Family

What is meant by Islamic family is a faithful family that is formed in
accordance with the revelations and the Prophet’s experiences and warnings. Being
considered the main source of Islam, the Quran indicated the concept of family
with the terms al®, ahl%, zurriyat* and uthra,* # emphasized the humanity family

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that is created as couples from the same essence*, mentioned Adam and Eve as the
first two people and first couple forming a family, and introduced the concept of
family in detail directly through the lives of Prophets*. Family in Islam is not only
formed by two genders as couples. It is also a great institution which is formed by a
couple and shaped by the legal relation between this couple and their parents and
siblings. Marriage of two different people established a new relationship with the
parents, parents-in-law, sister and brother-in-law and aunt of the other side, all of
whom also become a part of the family.4

The domestic concept of “ahl” in the Quran was used to reflect different
meanings. For instance, the concept of family was defined as the group of believers
in its widest sense with the following verse regarding Noah's son ; “O Noah, indeed
he is not of your family; indeed, he is [one whose] work was other than righteous, so ask Me
not for that about which you have no knowledge.”* Moreover, the concept of “family” in
a the Quran’s verse “O you who have believed, protect yourselves and your families from a
Fire whose fuel is people and stones”* reflect one’s spouses and children who are
under the responsibility of one.

Accordingly, there are points to consider for the formation of an Islamic
family that represents a unity with the differences within itself. It provides good
deeds, while resulting in responsibilities, dependencies, different situations and
rights. Therefore, the presence and formation of a family indicate a process and
collection of different parts.

5. Formation and Maintenance of Islamic Family

One of the strongest aspects of Islam is doubtless the institution of family.
The domestic life of the Prophet is a model for Muslims, indicating that past
experiences or any potential issues can be overcame. He provided the broadest
aspects regarding domestic matters with the following statements: “Men are the
shepherds and responsible for their families. Women are the shepherds of their husbands’

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house and responsible for their families. You are all shepherds and responsible for what you
herd."*

Islam does not consider family as a total religious institution like Christianity
does. Instead, it defines family as a sacred and legal organization based on concrete
principles. Islam regards the institution of family as the ground stone of society and
as the most important organization for the peaceful coexistence of Muslims,
protection against malevolent acts, and maintenance of a healthy generation. The
domestic structure of Islam is patriarchal which is also the case for many other
societies. However, this patriarchy was different among Jews, Romans and Arabic
people, indicating a conditional guardianship with the conception of “head of
family”. This patriarchy is related to the principles of maintaining the domestic
integrity. Men of Islamic families maintain their families through the division of
labor. The governess and teacher at home is the mother. Women, among the people
and things one cannot have one’s eyes on, are regarded as the goods of men along
with the houses, slaves, handmaidens, oxen and donkeys in the ten
commandments.’ However, Islam considers women "not as men’s property but as
people with the same rights."s! Although “Islamic family” has lost its authenticity
from time to time due to the traditional impacts, it has not created a prejudice
against the basic domestic principles of Islam.

6. Promotion of Marriage

Marriage in Islam is an obligatory process for the psychological and
biological needs of one and for the future of society. For the organization of this
marriage, Islam provides certain suggestions regarding the facilitation and
promotion of marriage: “And of His signs is that He created for you from yourselves
mates that you may find tranquility in them; and He placed between you affection and
mercy. Indeed in that are signs for people who give thought.”>> Another verse suggests
the following: “And marry the unmarried among you and the righteous among your male
slaves and female slaves.”% Accordingly, the Prophet states the following : "You shall
marry and have children, as I will boast with your population before other nations on
Judgment Day” 5 Therefore, marriage is not an ordinary pleasure and feeling for the

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institution of family. Instead, it is a religious and social obligation, which is also the
case in Judaism as an Abrahamic religion. The authors of “Talmud” that interpreted
the statements in the Old Testament noted the following; “"Men who do not have a
wife are deprived of happiness, benevolence, an armor that will protect them, peace... and the
Torah. A man without a wife is not complete.”% Moreover, the Torah states the
following: “Loneliness is not good for humans”%. The Prophet condemned those who
avoided marrying, saying that those people deviated from his path?” and that marriage is
the sunnah of all prophets and a great action.””>® People who get married to protect their
honor are heralded by the Prophet stating that They will be certainly helped by Allah®.
He also stated that this world solely consists of efforts to live and that benevolent women
are the best blessings of this world .

6. 1. Determination of Candidates and Marriage

Global society has been under the impact of two extreme sides called
overstatement and understatement regarding the perceptions of modern families
and traditional families. People used to marry one another upon the decisions of
their parents, who neglected their wills, without seeing or getting to know each
other. However, the Prophet asked Mughirah ibn Shu’bah who stated that he
would marry a woman whether or not he saw her, and he received a negative
answer: By telling him “fo see her...”¢!, he wanted him to meet with her. Regarding
the formation of modern marriages and families, candidates generally neglect their
parents, meet within the online environments, maintain secret relationships and
finally establish a family following expensive and flamboyant weddings. However,
the divorce cases of modern times are among the subjects that are heard the most in
courts. These temporary and sensual relationships that generally begin with
temporary desires yield these sorrowful results. In the modern world where a man
or woman who has no friends is excluded by the people around them, the
importance of marriage that results in establishing family and the relevant criteria
in selecting the partner have yet to be recognized. Young people’s inclination to
have “more than one partner” and associating this inclination to “being skillful(!)”is
another desperate aspect.

As seen in all fields of social life, people should focus on personality and
characteristics as well as religiousness while selecting a partner. The most proper

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domestic life can be maintained by a partner with similar characteristics to the self.
Most new marriages distorted after a certain period of time are based on
disharmony and carelessness.

An honorable young person should not neglect the following criterion of the
Prophet during the pre and post-marital periods: “Women are married for four
characteristics: Goods, nobility, beauty and religion. You shall choose the religious one to be
happy."s2 The equivalence between the people to marry one another is regarded as
the most important criteria, and religiousness is regarded as the most important
aspect of equivalence in this regard. “How happy is the man who found an honorable
woman and aimed to be religious in order to be happy in the eternal world? "6

Islam applies certain rules and disciplines for the activities and routines of
people to meet their natural needs. These rules, whose first step is to find a
benevolent partner, are initially related to marriage. Islam starts marriage with the
agreement called “misagan ghaliza”®* that has the most severe conditions. This
agreement stipulates certain conditions to be fulfilled by both parties for the
validity of the agreement, and candidates start their marital relationship by
performing the marital agreement legally and religiously before witnesses. A
relationship that is concealed, and thus not known by anybody, cannot be accepted.
The results of such a relationship are born by both sides and witnesses. In other
words, marriage means responsibility that starts with a certain agreement. It is not
related to feelings, and it is not arbitrary and momentary.

6. 2. Extended Families with Elderly People

Families that are established with the marriage agreement are not solely
formed by the relationship between two people. Marriages also turn two different
families into one family. These differences form families on strong grounds. The
families with strong bonds are protected from occasional problems. Parents’
presence with the newly-married couples is an opportunity for more blessings and
a great chance for the bride and groom to gain experience. The following verse in
the Quran reflects certain aspects of extended families: “Whether one or both of them
reach old age [while] with you, say not to them [so much as], "uff,” and do not repel them
but speak to them a noble word. And lower to them the wing of humility out of mercy and
say, "My Lord! Have mercy upon them as they brought me up [when I was] small.c®”

The people who will pass the ethical and moral principles that are deemed
important by extended Islamic families to the new generations are doubtless the

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elderly of these families. The term harvest is reflected as “khars” in the Quran,®”
which also means “culture”. Accordingly, the concepts of “harvest” and “culture”
are indicated with the term “khars”, which is interesting.® Those who will spread
this culture and pass down to the new generations are parents, grandparents and
other people who are the senior members of a family. The ties between the new
generation, lineage and history are fragmented if cultural values are not passed.
Therefore, it becomes inevitable for the new generation to lose the characteristics of
their lineage and become degenerated. The concept of “degeneration” is used in
this case to mean corruption or losing the essence.®” With the transformation of
traditional families supported by Islam into the modern family conception, many
problems such as cultural disconnection occur. This transformation also paves the
way for certain changes in religious life.”

One of the major functions of extended families is that they solve domestic
issues without too much hassle and with the lowest rate of impairment. Domestic
problems are normal and expected in the course of life. In such cases, what should
be done was reported by Allah. In the event that a domestic problem occurs,
families should find an esteemed arbitrator to solve their issues as an act of
extended families as Allah orders, instead of applying to a court or law
enforcement unit”’. This was regarded as one of the basic criteria for forming an
Islamic family.”? For instance, the Prophet’s close friend and her father had
domestic problems with Aisha called Abu Baqr and she asked for help in this
regard.”

6. 3. The Basics Considered to Protect Islamic Families

The most important points to be considered in forming an Islamic family can
be clearly found in the Quran, one of the main religious references, and in the
Prophet’s statements and acts. These points can be briefly reflected as follows.

6. 3. 1. Affection and Mercy

Affection and love are two important blessings needed to start and maintain
the families established through marriages. Love and affection derived from the

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term “khabba” mean seed here.”* The specific characteristics of a seed are that it
develops in time, turning into a tree or branch, and that it yields fruit. According to
the marriage historian John Boswell, “marriage was not an act of organizing
properties in Medieval Europe or an interest-based relationship.””> Instead, it was
the indication of love between two different genders as a result of affection and the
clear sign of divine presence.” Thus, the families established through affection
should continue in this manner, not only during the wedding anniversaries but also
during the entire marriage. Aisha was asked how much the Prophet loved her and
replied “like an inextricable knot”. When Aisha asked “how is the know between us?”,
the Prophet answered “just like the first day Aisha””’, indication the affection between
them.

Nobody can be totally perfect and pretty because such a depiction can only
be real in paradise. Thus, the Prophet stated the following in accordance with his
exemplary statements and life: “Nobody should bear grudge against their wives. If they
dislike a certain characteristic, they can find another that they can like."”® Accordingly,
one should look for the ways to be happy in one’s marriage. A behavior of our
spouses that we do not like can be an attitude that is longed by others.

" Affection is like a yeast whose single drop can ferment an entire sea, like a
cream that can heal the deepest wounds with scabs, or like a word that can be the
key to a series of disorganized souls. It is the ultimate formula that can improve all
sorts of domestic attitudes like water that keeps plants alive. Affection is like a
clothing that can be worn by anybody who sincerely intends to wear it.””

Mercy is present in the essence of all creatures but it is rather a basic need for
humans because people who occasionally display anger and violence can stop
themselves only through mercy. Accordingly, the Prophet stated the following to
Agra’' ibn Khabis who was surprised seeing the Prophet had kissed her grandchild;
“Those who do not show mercy are not shown mercy”®. According to this hadith, mercy
is a feeling and characteristic behavior that can yield a certain result. Mercy can be
seen more in families as the centers of social life, and it can prevent many adverse
and negative acts. Therefore, one of the important factors that families are
established upon is mercy. The best statement in this regard was made by the

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Prophet who expressed himself as “the Prophet of Mercy”8': “In terms of loving each
other and showing mercy and affection to one another, believers are like the organs of a body
that cause insomnia and high fever when one of the organs has a disease.”®2 This mercy is
valid not only for the spouses but also for the other members of the family. Upon
hearing somebody who stated that they had never kissed their children, the
Prophet stated the following: “What can I do if Allah removed mercy out of your
heart?”8

Islam equips people with mercy toward spouses and children. Violence does
not occur in a family that is equipped with these feelings. It is fair to state that law
enforcement precautions and laws? are not adequate to solve domestic problems —
one of the great issues of modern time — which can be understood from the
increasing rate of violence. Mercy cannot be replaced by any authority. “Women’s
statements” are prioritized to protect and preserve women in domestic violence,
but the penalty of men’s suspension from home may pave the way for other crimes
and victimization.$5 A man who does not have his share from mercy cannot stop
himself from applying violence to women while women cannot stop themselves
from besmirching.

6. 3. 2. Faith and Justice

In Islamic families, women and men consider themselves as the deposit of
Allah. They consider commitment to protecting the deposit as honor/law, and they
comply with this in the maximum manner. The following statement of the Prophet
in the Final Sermon briefly explain the issue: “O people, treat women as the deposit of
Allah Almighty!% Regarding women as the deposit of Allah, men should be faithful
to the deposit not by considering this act as a blessing but by regarding it as a
divine order. Another warning of the same sermon is the notice regarding the
“unfaithfulness” that is the main reason for divorces and domestic violence. The
Prophet assigned the obligatory duty of protecting women as Allah’s deposit to
men while telling women “to protect their beds from strangers and protect the house from
anybody whom are not liked or approved of by their husbands.””s” One of the important
reasons for modern divorce is the negligence toward this point, impairment of
faithfulness and reflection of this impairment to the institution of family. According

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to 2005 TUIK data of Turkey, the reasons for divorce included “cheating” (20.5%) or
“being cheated on” (10.7%).88

Nursi, a recent scholar, explains domestic happiness briefly with the
following statement: " It is both a small world or a small paradise for somebody.
The quality of life of a family continues through mutual safety and trust, respect,
and affection between men and women.”#

According to Umar, justice is not solely the basis of property; it is also the
basis of society, government and Islamic family with extended functions. When this
basis is shaken, both family and society vanish. Treating the spouse fairly and
displaying kinship-based attitude to other members of the family, including the
children, should be present within Islamic families. The antonym of justice is
oppression. In places where oppression is present and dominant, peace as well as
happiness and blessings cannot exist. Accordingly, the Prophet reminded people of
their responsibilities in terms of domestic relationships as follows: “The most
benevolent one among you are the ones who are the most benevolent and merciful toward
their families. I am the one who is the most benevolent toward his wives. The ones that treat
their wives malevolently are the worst among you.”* The following verse about the
concept of justice reflects the topic more clearly: “O you who have believed, be
persistently standing firm in justice, witnesses for Allah, even if it be against yourselves or
parents and relatives. Whether one is rich or poor, Allah is more worthy of both. So follow
not [personal] inclination...””* The warnings in this verse similarly reflect the points to
be considered in the domestic environment: “Indeed, Allah orders justice and good
conduct and giving to relatives and forbids immorality and bad conduct and oppression. He
admonishes you that perhaps you will be reminded.””

6. 3. 3. Contentment and Patience

When problems occur, the verse ; “They are clothing for you and you are clothing
for them.” should be considered and problems should not be revealed or focused.
The Prophet recommended the following when Umar asked “What sorts of goods
should we acquire to meet our needs?": “The most benevolent good is a tongue that
often mentions Allah, a heart that often extends its gratitude to Allah, and a faithful woman
that helps her husband in regard to religious issues."**

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Contentment and gratitude are two important points regarding the domestic
environment. The greatest adverse impact created by the secular world and
capitalism on the modern family is the perception toward the life as unhappy and
unlivable with greedy attitudes and approaches, rather than contenting the self
with what is possessed. Accordingly, people’s efforts to earn money day and night
with the belief that they will be happy are futile and ineffective. The idea that
wealth does not provide happiness comes from the wealthy societies that have high
divorce rates is a great evidence in this regard. The Islamic families find the greatest
wealth in economy and contentment. Contentment and economy is the key to
gratitude while gratitude is the key to happiness. The following verse in the Quran
reflects certain aspects of extended families: “’If you are grateful, I will surely increase
you [in favor];”%

Patience is a remedy to many problems and one of the basic needs of an
Islamic family. Life is not a trip that is taken on a straight road without any
obstacles or slopes. It has ups and downs that can be overcome through patience
and toleration. The greatest example in this regard can be seen in the life of the
Prophet who is “uswatun hasanatun”%. However, we do not generally mention the
natural or human problems the Prophet experienced with his wives due to our
respect to them. Accordingly, we believe that he never had problems in his marital
relationships. Such a belief is contrary to the divine creation, conception of
examination and the Prophet’s exemplary life . The Prophet could not meet certain
worldly needs of his wives due to financial issues, which created domestic
problems. In such cases, instead of applying violence or insults, he suspended his
relationship with his wives through passive resistance in an active issue mentality,
avoiding talking to them for a month, and he enabled them to think over these
issues.” Similarly, Hafsa who was an intemperate person, and Aisha who was a
jealous person showed patience to these issues and reflected how an Islamic family
should be under every condition and situation with their lives.%

6. 3. 4. Obedience and Consultation

Obedience and consultation are some of the most important concepts for the
institution of family. “Avoiding traditions and making efforts to generate new role
models brought the modern women into the following point: A woman that trusts

her boss rather than her husband, in other words, that focuses on her boss rather
than her husband, emerged. This type of woman displayed obedience to anybody
but her husband while acting rebellious against him.”*

Consultation forms the basis of an Islamic family. The Prophet became upset
seeing that Muslims were slow in practicing the articles of the Treaty of
Hudaybiyyah and shared this issue with Ummu Salamah, his wife, and following
the consultation process, he solved the issue.!® The Prophet consulted his wives in
this and other similar topics. In addition to the surah ash-Shuraa meaning
consultation and counseling in the Quran, other verses ordering consultation 1!
indicates that obedience is among the most important criteria of Islamic society.
Being the head of an Islamic family does not mean performing any action by the
self which can be seen in the practices and statements of the Prophet. Following and
obeying the domestic decisions in any fields is both a human and Islamic principle.
Islamic families assign responsibility to the head of the family, and to the women in
terms of obeying the head.

6. 3. 5. Respect for Inherent Values and Roles

Every person, in Islamic families is valuable, and each value reflects a
specific role and duty. Therefore, family is the collection of values. A family is not
an ordinary institution where everybody acts individually. Instead, it is a sacred
institution where people have specific roles but act collectively. Due to the
importance of different roles family members have, family is defined as follows:
“institutions formed by the relationships between the members and formation of
these relationships”.102

Epictetus’ statement regarding the natural role and the relevant metaphor
between Allah and creatures is a great example explaining the case between family
members: “Remember, you are just actors who play their roles in the long or short
play written by the creator.”1% Accordingly, all members of a family should be busy
with their natural roles. One of the most important criteria for Islamic families is the
principle of responsibility'®*, which should be known by everybody and considered
in their acts. The opposite means destruction for families. All creatures ranging
from bees to ants have certain responsibilities and roles. In daily life, people
working in different positions such as a manager of cleaning staff also have

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different roles and responsibilities within the natural flow of life. Therefore,
neglecting the roles regarding the equality of men and women is equal to
neglecting the concept of family.

“Being a spouse is a minor process of management. Men are the external
authorities of their homes while their wives are responsible for the internal
issues.”1%5 Accordingly, due to physiologic differences between a man and woman,
men are responsible for earning lawful income as the head and protector of their
families or paying alimony when needed'® while women are responsible for
domestic works as the authority of the house; they are also responsible for domestic
peace, trust, tranquility and discipline of the generation. Women are the queen
while men are the true leader of the house. As understood from the verse “men are
not like women "97, men are created in a manner that they can endure difficult and
harsh situations while women are formed to be naive, elegant, soft and weak,
indicating the naturalness of domestic responsibilities.

With the distortion of the domestic harmony and efforts of men and women
to earn money all day, both sides become mentally and physically tired in their
lives. Due to this intense tempo, they cannot have time and energy to spare for one
another or to console each other at home at night.08

6. 3. 6. Love and Respect

One of the most important points as the bases of an Islamic family is mutual
love and respect. The institution of family is an organization that obligates mutual
love, respect, commitment, faithfulness and priority of the spouse over the self
when needed. No problems can shake a family with the aforenoted characteristics.
However, people who are raised through the modern conceptions and without
these merits quickly become egoist, pragmatist and pleasure-seeking. As a natural
result of such a development period, mutual trust, love and respect become weak
between the spouses while all sorts of activities seeking to satisfy interests in the
pragmatic business life are regarded as normal.”1%°

The Prophet occasionally joked with his wives and sometimes he witnessed
their jealousy. Aisha stated that she was jealous toward Hatijah more than anybody
else . Having stated that Hatijah passed away three years before her marriage with
the Prophet, Aisha said she was jealous because the Prophet often mentioned
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Hatijah .10 The following narrative in the Prophetic biography is an example in this
regard: “The Prophet once ate honey somewhere. Aisha came to see him and said his mouth
smelled different. Upon hearing this, the Prophet who loved and valued Aisha swore not to
eat honey once again.”" Due to his love for his wives, the Prophet always took them
serious and abstained from hurting the feelings of Aisha even due to a different
breathe smell.

Members of Islamic families show respect not only to one another, but also to
their sensitive characteristics. For instance, Asma bnt. Abu Baqr — the sister-in-law
of the Prophet — knew that her husband Zubeir ibn Avvam was jealous, and she
acted accordingly. Asma stated the following: “One day, I was carrying date seeds on
my head. 1 saw the Prophet when there were certain Sahabah people around him. He called
me and made his camel sit down so that I could ride with him. I was embarrassed due to the
men around. Considering how jealous Zubair was, 1 rejected the offer of help.”112

The Prophet, who is the model for Islamic families, briefly explained the
concepts of love and respect in the following manner reflecting that these concepts
are also valid for all fields of life: "Those who do not show mercy to younger people and
do not respect the elderly are not a follower of mine."13

6. 3. 7. Empathy, Wishful Thinking and Forgiveness

The most important method Islam suggests for solving many problems is
empathy. The principles of sympathizing with others and “avoiding wishing anything
for anybody that one would not like for oneself, and demanding anything that one wants for
oneself also for the sibling”11* are also effective in domestic problems which is also the
case for any issues. What should be done first in the case of a problem or negativity
is sympathizing. Answering the question “What would I feel, do, or expect the
other person to do if this was done to me” empathy enables people to solve a
problem without any further growth. The process of solving a problem starts with
apologizing and ends with forgiveness which is among the main warnings reflected
by the Quran and the Prophet’s statements as the basis of Islamic families. “Afuw”,
one of Allah’s titles, means forgiveness aspects of the divine characteristics. In the
prayer taught by the Prophet to Aisha, “O Allah! You are merciful and like forgiving.
Forgive me!”15, the indication that the practice Allah likes the most is forgiving
shows that people who need to be forgiven should also forgive others when needed

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and that domestic environments are the most suitable places where this should be
followed.

The Prophet consoled Aisha, his wife, whom he loved the most and who was
besmirched during the Campaign of Bani Mustaliq, while she was ill and staying in
her father’s home as the case was not cleared and there were many statements from
different people. He showed the path for Allah’s blessing and forgiving
characteristics with the statement “O Aisha, if you are innocent, Allah will reveal it. If
you committed a sin, just foreswear and ask for forgiveness, as Allah forgives who prays in
this regard”!'¢, while he was showing patience in this case. When this issue was
spread by the disbelievers in Madinah, the Prophet went to Masjid and reflected his
wishful thinking about Aisha, without having any doubts in this regard.!” The
surah an-Nur 12 “Why, when you heard it, did not the believing men and believing
women think good of one another and say, "This is an obvious falsehood"? reflects that
Muslims should display wishful thinking and avoid any sorts of blemishing. The
final direction of an Islamic family, that was founded on divine and prophetic
orders and reflected paradise in this world, will be toward eternal paradise.

6. 3. 8. “Sarahan Jamilan” Talaq/Proper Divorce

The lawful practice that Allah disliked the most is divorce. Islam suggests
people to maintain their marriage, mutual love and respect as much as possible, to
show commitment in this regard, to treat spouses well, and to see the positive
characteristics of them rather than the imperfect sides.!'® Islam asks for a number of
measures to be taken towards the maintenance of marriage when parental discord
occurs, and asked for the arbitrators selected from the man’s and woman’s family
to mediate between the couple if this discord continues.'® Islam disapproves the
arbitrary termination of the family unity if there is not a significant reason'?, and it
also morally, sociologically, and legally disapproves being married on paper but
living separately in terms of mental and physical aspects if maintaining the family
unity becomes impossible despite all and if a situation that causes mutual damages
is in question. It suggested people to use the divorce method called “talaq”?' as a
legal solution without causing any physical or mental issues. This divorce is
regarded as the lawful action “that is still disliked by Allah”'22. In the pre-Islamic
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ignorance period, only men could divorce.'? Islam assigned the right of divorce to
men but it also granted the opportunity to get divorced after applying to a court,
which prevented the lack of agreement within the family turning into a greater
violence and problem. The Prophet enabled Ummu Jamil bnt. Abdillah to divorce
her husband upon hearing that he beat her.12

Contrary to other religions, Islam does not consider maintaining difficult and
problematic relationships as appropriate. A Bible verse reflects the following in this
regard; “And I say unto you, Whosoever shall put away his wife, except it be for
fornication, and shall marry another, committeth adultery: and whoso marrieth her which is
put away doth commit adultery.’1?> However, in Islam, it is not necessary and
appropriate for people to live a marriage and life that will cause torment
throughout life due to an unhappy marital relationship and that does not suit the
facts of this life. “And when they have [nearly] fulfilled their term, either retain them
according to acceptable terms or part with them according to acceptable terms.”126
Accordingly, either of the aforenoted ways should be followed.

Marriage is valuable as long as the peace is maintained. However, an
unpeaceful family can be fragmented in the most appropriate ways if it causes pain
and sorrow for both sides and the children. Accordingly, the divorce between Zayd
bin Harisa and Zaynap bnt. Jahsh'?” mentioned in the Quran is an example.

Conclusion

Europe has witnessed dramatic changes especially in the family order and
structure in the last 30 years. Women'’s participation in the labor force has increased
even though the labor force has decreased. The traditional family model has
diminished in many countries which are mostly the members of the EU, where men
work full-time for their family and are the ones who “’bring home the bacon” while
women do the unpaid housework and raise their children.

Women have become the ones being victimized the most throughout history.
They could not escape being a farm laborer/field-hand in the feudal agricultural
period, a blue-collar worker working for a very small amount of money in the
industrial period, and an object to fulfill men’s pleasures and lust today. Women's
position in society have been deviously converted into their current position for so-
called freedom and equality. This independence, however, has been referred to as

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the freedom of having women easily and this freedom has been defined as the
freedom of men to have fun with women whenever they want for a small fee.
Women's body and skin have always been used while their personality, character,
honor, dignity, compassion, and benignity have always been ignored. Women have
become the most easily accessible and enjoyable meta and they have also become
the ones who are excluded when other people want to get rid of them. Male
religious scholars have interpreted and implemented religious beliefs and texts in
favor of themselves and against women by deviating from their real intentions and
purposes. These wrong beliefs and comments were sometimes practiced under the
title of traditions in the Muslim society despite the rooted and precise principles
regarding Islamic families. Certain non-religious traditions of Islamic society were
realized instead of Islam. Unfortunately, women were the first victims of this
corrupted approach, which was associated with Islamic families and blemished
these families. Therefore, deficiencies of Muslim families were related to Islam.

The women of modern life have been the capital of men’s pleasure, lust and
fortune. Women have always been used in social processes. They were used in the
advertisement sector, even in the advertisement of car tires. This relationship
formed by the perpetrator and victim — men and women — turned into a form other
than the marital relationship, becoming a temporary pleasure formation.

According to Islam, marriage is the name of the remarkable relationship that
gathers two people under the same roof, connects them through strong ties, and
helps them complete each other and become strong together. Although the relatives
included in this relationship live in different locations, they share the happiness
and pain together under the same lineage. Accordingly, family means unity while
the latter indicates peace.

The information age brings those from afar closer while sending the close
people away from one another, which caused us to lose the most important and
primary institution of ours that equips people of love and respect with different
human characteristics and that presents them to others in this form. Therefore,
humanity lost its paradise on this earth, turning its spring into autumn, and caused
irreversible damages.

The impact of modern age on the family is that it distorts the feeling of unity
and loosens the domestic ties. Family members who have financial freedom stayed
away from one another with the claim that they could live their lives however they
wished, which is one of the most sorrowful aspects of modern societies. However,
members of a family need the presence of one another not only in financial terms
but also in spiritual matters. They are responsible not only for meeting one
another’s physical needs, but also for completing one another’s emotional and
mental deficits. Establishing a domestic relationship based on love, sincerity, peace
and safety will help us reach the domestic peace and happiness that is regarded as a
reflection of paradise.

The Dilemmas of the Modern Family and the Islamic
Family

Abstract

The family, which is one of the institutions influenced by modern life, struggles
with many problems especially in the geography where western culture is dominant.
The fall of the population, which is the future of the societies, causes great concern
for the future. The measures taken for this are not enough to change the result. On
the one hand, differentiated gay marriages, called different new relationships, on the
other hand, the absence of children in women and men marriages, or the
deterioration of these marriages after a short time are among the most important
problems of social life. Accordingly, children who grow up without parents are
deprived of parental education. As a result of this situation, other problems arise
such as addictions, inclination to crime and cultural degenerations. Individuals of the
disintegrated family are doomed to live alone and to die alone.

In the face of this situation where modern family understanding comes, the
traditional Muslim family has been negatively affected from time to time. Established
on the axis of the Islamic belief, the principles that the Islamic family regarded as a
basis for these modern family dilemmas provide a solution to today's family
problems. This study is based on this axis..
